Schooner With a History Plays
Fast and Loose With the
U. 8, Laws.

Sequoia Anchors in Royal Roads
After a Most Eventful
Voyage.

The schooner Sequoia, Capt. White,
which arrived in the Royal Roads last
night from Manila, via the Sound—hav-
ing sailed past quarantine at Port
Townsend to an anchorage at Seattle,
and then hurriedly weighed anchor and
fled past the quarantine station again
towards Victoria—has had a most event-
ful voyage from Manila. Soon after tte
324-ton schooner sailed from Manila for
this port, a mutiny occurred, which,
Capt. White says, was practically 2n
attempt to pirate his vessel. One man
was shot and the schooner ‘}mt back to
Manila, where the ringleaders of ‘he
mutiny were imprisoned,

the h

Capt. ite thinks the mutiny to have
been little better than attemptesl piracy.
The mate Johnson had stowed th
clothes of Chamberlain and Murphy,
who were not regularly signed om, and
‘were - practically etowaways, in his
room, and from the conversation of the
crew, he believes that the plans of the
mutineers were to seize the vessel ani
take her to the southern Philippine Isl-
ands coast, although what they intend-
ed to do when they got her there was
not quite clear.

The Sequoia has certainly had a most
interesting voyage, and although her
actions in running to and from Seattle
may be a most ordinary proceeding—ac-
cording to the information now at hauni,
with the coincidence of the suit now on
at Seattle, it would seem that the
schooner has been taking chances with
the customs regulations.

TOSA MARU ARRIVES.

Steamer Tosa Maru, Capt. Christen-
sen, which reached port yesterday af-
ter a rough passage from the Orient,
brought a very large crowd of steerage
passe! , having all the Chinese that
the {law allows to be carried—120,
which is the limit of one for every fifty
tons space. iShe had also 360 Japan-
ese, the greater number of whom are
headed to San Francisco.

The schooner hurried by the Port
Townsend quarantine station to avoid
detention, and .it was alleged that shc
was driven past on the first occasion
and well toward Seattle by storms, and
as she had been bound to Royal Roads,
she was working her way back to her
destination—hence her action in passing;
the quarantine station. The fact *hat
the ownership of the schooner is a ques-
tion pending before the Seattie courts
is, however, a strange coincidence.

The Sequoia lost the crew which she
took out from Seattle when she carried
a cargo of lumber from that port to
Manila, and when she shippel a crew
at the Philippine Islands port for the
return voyage, there were two turbulent
characters, Chamberlain and Murphy.
Much whiskey got on board the schoon-
er before she sailed, and the mate was
intoxicated with many of the crew.
‘When the schooner was off Corregidor
and was tacking seaward, the drunken
crew mutinied.

ICapt. White had his wite on board
the schooner, and he remained aft with
her. He gave his revolver to a sailor
who had come aft to tell of the mutiny,
and told the sailor to go forward and
quell the disturbance in the foc-sle. Mur-
phy resisted the efforts of the sailor to
quell the mutiny, and he was shot. The
sailor with the revolver then threatened
to shoot any other of the crew who re-
fused to obey orders. Then the mutin-
eers gave in,

Capt. White said in Manila that the
mutiny of the crew almost caused the
wreck of the schooner Sequoia. 'The
men refused to lower the jibs under a
fresh squall encountered off Corregidor,
and the vessel had a narrow escape
from going ashore. Johnson, the mate,
was drunk and helpless. The mutin-
eers were all arrested by the Manila
police, including Murphy, who was
badly wounded. He was removed to

passengers, of whom one, Miss F. B.
Kang, a Chinese woman, who has come
to this city to pursue her studies, de-
barked here. 'The saloon passengers for
Seattle 'were Mr. G. Phillips and Mrs.
A. G. Lewis. The cargo of the steam-
er in transit to the Sound totalled
1,300 tons of general freight, or 9,878
packages, and 2,492 packages, or 150
tons, were landed here.

The Tosa Maru ran into a very heavy
gale soon after leaving the port of Yo-
kohama, and for four days thereafter
she was buffeted by a very heavy gale
with tremendous seas. One huge sea
sweeping over her port side, bent the
heavy iron bulwarks, crumpling them
like paper, and smashed three life-
boats on the port side to matchwood.
Another sea which broke against the
port side during the heavy gale, broke
in two ports, tearing out the frames as
well as the thick glass. The steamer
had her decks flooded several times—
in fact she had a very trying time dur-
ing those four days of storm. The
‘'weather was favorable, however, dur-
ing the remainder of the voyage.
