there can be no question whatever,
though the number who turned out at
the polls and recorded their judgment
was comparatively small,

It is quite clear from the numerous
letters which have appeared in the
bress that Victoria looks unfavorably
on the proposition to continue the pol-
icy of providing expensive school ac/
commodation without any thought be-
ing given to reducing the age limit per-
mitting scholars to reteive tuition; but
signs were not wanting yesterday that
another chief reason why ‘the bylaw was
rejected is contained in the objection:
of ratepayers to the policy of providing
buildings "of an excessively costly char-
acter. So if all the facts were known,
it would probably be found that the
bylaw was “killed” mainly - becanse of
the impression that the frustees were
asking for too much money. Many of
those around the palls Yesterday were
heard to exclaim: “If ‘$10,000 had been
asked for the bylaw would have passed
practically without opposition; but the
idea of spending $40.000 on a mew
tsuburban - school building! It is oo
much money.”

Thiat it ~was not “chronic kickers”
who defeated the bylaw, but discrimin-
ating ratepayers who chose what they
thought - was good and rejected what
they thought was bad, is shown in the
circumstance that while the school by-
law was defeated, the Point Ellice
Bridge Loan Diverting Bylaw passed
by a big majority.

Annihilation of Japanese on the
Yalu River a Matter of
Satisfaction,

Viadivostock and Vlclnlty.Vlslt-
ed by Storm and Great

St. 'Petersburg, April 12.—General
Kuropatkin’s reports to the Emperor of
the annthilation of the Japanese detach-
ments on the Yalu river is @ matter of
general satisfaction in official circles.

Sewerage System
Badly Needed

Provision For the Oak Bay Dis-
trict is Most Pressing
: At Present.

Fears Entertained of Results if
Remedy Is Not Soon
Applied.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

There is oue section of this city that
has been sadly neglected in the matter
of drainage, and that is the Oak Bay
suburb, with which can be included that
Dortion of the city beyond Spring’ Ridge
and at present drained by the opemn
ditch which passes the hospital grounds
on Cadboro Bay woad. (This ditch,
wihich ig open from Richmond avenue
to the creek, which crosses the road
near Foul Bay road, is a serious men-
ace to the health to that part of the
Qity, as into it flows the surface drain-
age, sink water, ete., from the houses
from Oak Bay Jjunetion and also from
the side streets, During the. winter
months the nuisance is not so apparent,
but from mow on it becomes worse and
werse, until eventually the creek dries
up, as it does every summer, the efflu-
Vium is simply unbearable.

On Oak Bay avenue matters are even

Wworse, becanse, whereas on {Cadboro
Bay road, as far as Richmond avenue,
the wooden drain is buried, on Oak
Bay avenue it is open the entire length
of the street,-and forms a most serious
drawback to this otherwise fine .road.
As to where the sewage  goes after
Foul Bay road is pveached, is q mystery.
It is apparently supposed to go along
Foul Bay road, but it doesn’t, Some of
it at least goes “down Hulton street in
frout of the St. Columba Presbyterian
cliurch  through  a deep open _ diteh,
wkhich all summer is in a &l iy condition,
From Hulton street the ditch continues
down Leighton moad and into Foul Bay
Toad, and thence into the same creek
as the Cadboro Bay road drainage
goes.
If the side roads, such as Belcher,
Jubilee and Riehmond avenue, Bank
street, etc., can be provided with wood-
en surface draius, it seems strange that
the main thoroughfare—Qgak Bay aveniie
—should certainly not be megleoted. Yet
the  petitions of residents along that
Avenue for a surface drain haye been
refused as often ae presented to the
City council. Vietoria spends a lot of
money annually trying to induce tourist
traflic, “and yot the most beautiful of
her highways is g standing disgrace
from a sanitary standpoint.
