The Spokane In Port With a Big
List ‘of Alaskan
Tourists,

(From Friday’s Dally.)

The Spokane, the excursion steamer
of the Pacific Coast Steamship Com-
pany, reached port yesterday afternoon
with a full complement of excursion-
ists, mostly tourists from the Eastern
States and Eastern Canada, bound to
the points of interest on the Northern
-oast. The, Spokane is carrying all
the passengers she can accommodate
this season, full complements being
already booked for the next two trips.
On her last trip north, while steaming
toward Muir glacier, the steamer
struck ice and dented a number of her
plates, as well as damaging a number
of her frames. The steamer remained
at the outer dock until § o'clock last
night, allowing the excursionists a
stay of five hours in this city. Now
they are bound to the North, where
the totems and Indian bands, glaciers

and old trading posts offer scope for
their kodaks.

Capt. James Carroll was on the
bridge of the Spokane, and it is likely
that he will remain on the excursion
steamer’s bridge all season. Capt.
Carroll was on steamers coming and
going from Victoria to Alaska before
Seattle was in existence. He said re-
cently:

“I do not remember just the year of
my first visit to Seattle as a steamboat
master, but I do remember that about
the only object to confront me when 1
did take a steamer into this port was
a sawmill located where Yesler way
ends at the present time. All along
what is now Seattle’s water front the
forest stretched, extending back for
miles from the water's edge, with only
a little clearing here and there to
show where some settler, or, as was
more generally the case, the employees
of some logging camp, had erected a
cabin. ¥

“This condition of affairs continued
to exist for several years, until after a
while the place commenced to grow.
It was a long time; however, before
the majarity of people took Seattle
seriously, and I, as well as many
others, overlooked the opportunity ot
my life to assure future possession of
a fortune.”

Some years after Capt. Carroll be-
came master of the California, Ben
Holiday sold out to Goodall,s Perkins
& Co., this firm’s holdings later be-
coming absorbed by the Pacific Coast
Steamship Company. ;

After acting as master of several
steamers of this . eompany’s ‘fleet,
Capt. Carroll toock command of the
Queen and was master of her for ten
years, taking her to Alaska as an ex-
cursion steamer nearly eyery summer
of that time. It was while acting in
this capacity that Capt. Carroll made
the hundreds of friends which he pos-
sesses throughout the Eastern states,
and established the reputation of
being one of the most genial as well
as one of the most capable masters
on the Pacific Coast.

Debrls of the Twentieth Century

Destruction Wrought by Terrific.

Cleveland, O.,, June 22.—Nineteen
dead and a dozen slightly injured to-
night comprise the revised list of casu-
alties made by the wrecking last night
at Mentor, Ohio, of the eastbound T'wen-
tieth, Century Limited, the Lake Shore
railroad’s 18-hour train, which ran into
an open switch, crushed the Mentor de-
. pot and partly burncd it up, scorching
several of the mangied corpses. The
Twentieth Century Limited, according to
announcement from New York, will hera-
after run on a 20-hour schedule, although
none of the railway officials ascribe the
wreck ta excessive speed. It is still
maintained by railroad officials that the
switch was thrown open and locked and
the switch light extinguished by some
pérson, either a maniae or some one
seeking revenge. It is still unknown to
the police who this person is. A careful
-examination of the switch today showed
that it was in perfect condition. Detec-

i tives are working on the case. Trainmen

are of the opniion that the engineer of
the T'wentieth Century was deceived by
the light of a switch just beyond the
open switch, the light of which is said
to #ve been out.

Hurled to Its Doom
Traveling at the rate of more than
a mile a minute, the heavy train was
hurled to its doom with a momentum
that was appaling. The scene of the
accident was at the Mentor depot.
The switch that caused the trouble
is located about 130 yards west of the
depot. As the heavy engine struck
the switch it left the track and swung
violently to the left; for a distance of
twenty yards thée engine ran on the
rails, and then leaping from the track,
turned on its side just to the-east of
the depot. The momentum was such
that the heavy tender was hurled en-
tirely .over the engine and was buried
in the depot. The combination car
was hurled with terrible violence on
top of the engine and tender,'and in a
moment was enveloped in flames from
the engine.

‘W. C. Brown of the New York Central
lines, in 'an official report of.. the
wreck telegraphed to President New-
man at New Yo says that the oper-
ator at Mentor rved the switch
lights a short time before the Twen-
tieth Century Limited appeared. The
report adds:

“The operator says that the switch

lights were white and the switches
were properly set for the main track.
He then returned to the office. If this
is correct, between that time and the
time No. 26 headed on the sidetrack,
someone threw the switch for the
sidetrack and locked it in that posi-
tion.
“The conductor of Mo. 26 imme-
diately examined the switches and
called the-attention of General Passen-
ger Agent W. W. Lynch of the Big
Four, who on the train, to the
fact that it was set and locked for
the sidetrack and the lght extin-
guished.

“The switch is not damaged, and
worked perfectly after the accident.

THE MALINS CASE.

Particulars of Charges Against New
Westminster’s Deputy Registrar.

The New Westminster correspond-
ent of the Vancouver News-Adver-
tiser gives the following particulars of
the charges preferred against E. O.
Malins, late deputy registrar at the
Royal City:

“The charge preferred by the gov-
ernment is that of fraudulently issuing
naturalizatien papers.

“Mr. N. J. Larsen, proprietor of the
grocery store on Front street, where
Malins issued several of the bogus
certificates, states that the deputy
registrar asked his permission to take
the affidavits of the intendifig British
subjects in his store, giving the reason
that he (Malins) was doing this to
save the fishermen a trip to the court
house. Mr. Larsen did not at first
suspect any irregularity in the prac-
tice, but later he was afraid that
something was wrong, so he asked a
Columbia street merchant. if Malins
had power to take the oaths of men
wishing to become British subjects.
On being informed that Deputy Regis-
trar Malins had power to do so, Mr,
Larsen thought no more of the mat-
ter, especially as the afidavits had
taken in one or two other stores.
Mr. Larsen states that the men who
received the bogus certificates, for
swhich they paid $5 each, will take
action to recover the money which
they have lost.” ;

He died 13 months ago and yet, accord-
ing to the table his salary was paid this
year and last. .

Edward Curtis, who figures as a medl-
cal director at $15,000 a year, resigned
that position eighteen mon ago.

H. Squire, who is now a director of the
company, is down on the list as financlal
manager at $12,000 a year, ulthe?nqh H.
Rogers Winthrop succeeded Mr. re as
finanfeal manager many months ago. J. B.
Loring is recorded as a registrar, with a
salary of $3,500 a year. Mr. Loring ceas-
ed to perform the active dutles of the
registrarship in April, 1908.

It was learned at Moji from prison-
ers. brought in by the Japanese that
the commander-in-chief and staff of
officers of the late Baltic squadron did
not believe that Togo was waiting for
the ships in Tsushima Straits. This
was due largely to imperfect reconnoif-
jering on the part of the scout boats,
:which were hindered by the fog. One
opinion is that the Russian admiral
concluded the main force of the Jap-
anese fleet was in Formosa channel,
either from erroneous intelligence re-
ceived or from his own judgment. The
fact that the admiral was accompanied
{by unarmed transports, and advanced
straight through the Tsushima Straits
not in battle formation, supports the
| view that he was totally decided in the
location of the enemy. Up to the very
moment of the opening of the fighting
on the morning of the 27th, the Rus-
sian squadron was steaming in double
line, with the Korea, Subir, and other
transports, as if making an crdinary
voyage. The Russians were unable
to form in line of battle until the fight-
ing between the main forces had com-
menced.

The Russians are known to be in-
different gunners, and their fire was
not to be specially feared. In the re-
cent battle they fired continuously
without intermission until the morning
of the 28th, when their ammunition be-
came exhausted, but failed to do much
damage. In faet, the surrender of Ad-
miral Nebogatoff may be attributed to
his lack of ammunition. The effect of
the Russian fire was very small in
comparison with the great amount of
ammunitiop expended. Very few of
the destroyers and torpedo boats, which
fought very near to the Russians, were
struck. The Russian defeat, therefore,
can be ascribed in part to the fact that
they wasted their ammunition. e

On the other side, it is pointed out,
the range of the Japanese ships was so
accurate that the commander-in-chief
{and other commanders were quite sat-
jisfled with the gunnery, and the prin-
‘ciple that a battleship cannot be sunk
:by gun fire seems to have been explod-~
1ed by the recent battle. Some of ths
Russian battleships were sunk by the
;heavy guns, and not only by the tor-
ipedo. Most of the weaker vessels,
iwhose armor was not very' thick, were
‘also sunk by gun fire. Torpedo at-
i tacks, however, were very effective, and

!while the operations of destrovers and|.

torpedo boats were much interfered
!with on the 27th up to sunset, on. ac-
jcount of the high seas, by night the
seas calmed down, and they rendered
_brilliant service. Admiral Togo and
the officers generally are sald to at-
tribute their victory in the present bat-
tle to the accidental shortcomings of
the Russians beforementioned, and
ithey are, therefore, in no way unduly
elated with their success.

Another steamer which was in the
neighborhood of the great sea battle
was the British steamer Vennacher,
bound from Otaru, Japan, to Hankow.
Her officers knew nothing of the fight-
ing in the Tsushima straits, and as the
vessel approached Tsushima in the
darkness of early morning on May 27,
she was signalled from the island:
“You are running into danger.” The
captain immediately consulted his
ckart, and could not see that he was
out of his course, so he thought it must
be a mistake and continued his voy-
age. But he was rudely interrupted by
hearing a shot fired and suddenly see-
ing a Japanese destroyer, which ap-
{parently came from nowhere, whizzing
around him at full speed, on which he
thought it better to wait for daylight.
‘When the dawn broke he could see
nothing, so he. quietly continued his
voyage, and passed right through the
Tsushima Straits without seeing any-
thing of the battle, of whichk he onlv
got the news at Woosung.

RUSSIA’'S POPULAR ASSEMBLY.

' St. Petersburg, June 22.—The Novoe
Vremya today announces definitely
that the powers of the new popular
assembly, which will be composed of
500 members, elected for five years,
will be co-equal with those of the
council of the empire, and that all
legislation to become law must pass
both houses and receive the Em-
peror’'s approval. Other features
given agree with the information al-
ready cabled to the Associated Press.
Representatives of the press will be
admitted to the assembly, but reports
must be censored before publication.
In addition there will be a regular
official proceeding like the congres-
| sional record.

THE TITLE OF ESQUIRE.

It may be just as well, says ‘‘Marguis
de Fontenoy,” writing in the New York
Tribune, to explain the full meaning of
this ‘word ‘‘esquire.’’ Strictly speaking, it
is a nobiliary title, a fact which will doubt-
Tess astonish many people in this country,
who, while professing a truly republican
contempt for such distinctions, make a
constant and daily use of the term. It is
the English equivalent for the German
‘‘edler,” with the particle ‘‘von”; of the
Yrench ‘‘gentilhomme,” with the particle
“de”: of the Spanish “hidalgo”; and of
the Portugese “ﬂdllfo."

In reality only a limited number of peo-
ple have a legal right thereto. They

may
‘| be divided into two clas hose who are

‘‘esquires” by virtue of inheritance and
those who are ‘‘esquires” ex-officio. The
latter comprise &uly ordained df 0
the Church of ‘England, judges, deputy
lieutenants of counties, com loned offi-
cers of the navy, members of the bar,
and, until now, all commissioned officers
of the army, those including, of course, the
subaltern of the militla, the yeomanry and
the volunteers, three bodies of which form
part and parcel of the British army. Of
course, those who are “esquires’ ex-offi-
clo canpot transmit -the digmity to their
children, who haye therefore no legal right
to the title. The other *“‘esquires’” whose
rank as such is hereditary, are either per-
sons who have received from the crown a
grant of armorial bearings—not ‘a mere
concession from the College of Heralds—or
who are the lineal male descendants “le-
gally begotten of the original grantee -of
the coat-of-arms, such as, for instance,
Mr. George Secrope, of Danby, whose lineal
ancestor in 1389 was able to prove in an
English court of law that his mobility was
far superior to that of the Grosvenors, al-
though be himself remains “George Scrope,
Esq.,” while the present chief of the Gros-
venors bears the title of Duke of West-
minster.

The late S8ir Bernard Burke, who was
perhaps the greatest heraldic authority of
.the nineteenth century. was wont to de-
clare that ‘‘peers, baronets and the es-
quires entitled by inheritance to armorial
bedrings, constitute the mnebilify of Great
Britain and Ireland.” Physiecians, profes-
sors, bankers, merchants, manufacturers,
lawyers, etc., are none of them entitled
to the addition of the word “esquire’” to
their names, but are usually accorded this
designation In ordinarv soclal intercourse,
though not in any officlal or legal com-
municatiens.

iforrible Scenes on the Orel—
Japanese Paper Says Loans
Were Secured Falsely.

i Officers of the steamer Hyades, which
sgent‘yesterday et the outer dock dis-
charging cargo, told an interesting story
of the circumstances attending the sur-
wender. of Admiral Nebogatoé and his
ships. ‘With regard to the surrender of
Ne gatoff’s squadron, when the Rus-
sians signalled proposing surrender, the
Japapese flagship signalled back assemt.
Admiral Togo then despatched Captain
Yashiro, of the Asama, as a messenger
to the Russian fidgship, Nicolai I The
Japanese messenger met Rear Admiral
Nebogatoff on the way and they came
together to the Japanese flagship Mikasa.
The surrender was completed in the pres-
ence of Admiral Togo. Japanese com-
/missioners were then despatched to the
four Russian ships and the Japamese
naval flags were hoisted above the Rus-
sian colors.

The conditions on the Orel before the
surrender were terrible. Of the 900 odd
members of the crew more than 300 were
killed and wounded. When the latter be-
gan to strew the decks of the vessel their
screams of agony began to interfere with
the discipline on board, gunmers and
others becoming umfit for anything like
efficient service. Realizing that the de-
moralization of the crew might lead to
grave possibilities, the Orel’s commander
lgave orders to throw overboard more
‘than 140 of the seriously wounded.

: The work was carried out principally
by petty officers and mo mercy wz
shown. Men were picked up and eca
into the sea like so much useless ballast.
any of them tried to resist the order
and were either cut or shot down. Panic
in the meantime had seiged the remain-
der of the crew and discipline on the ship
Fracticnﬂy ceased to be maintained. See-
ng the fate of their injured mates, two
of the gun crews mutinied and refused
to remain at their task. Several petty
officers also refused to carry out the or-
ders of their superiors and it looked as
it the disaffection would spell disaster
33 if the boat escaped the Japanese
8,

Surviving officers of the surrendered
battleship said the scénes that preceded
the capture of the battleship were in-
describable, the sea being dotted with
wounded men struggling to keep afloat.
At least twenty of these men consigned
to the waves managed to either reach
shore by clinging to wreckage or remain
afloat until they were made prisoners by
the Japanese, indicating that the carry-
ing out of the order must have been’as
indiscriminate as it was harsh.

1 __According to advices received by the
[Hyades, the Japan Chrouicle has editor-
ially taken the mnaval staff severely to
task for its tardiness in divulging uews
of the sinking of the battleship Yashima,
the cruiser Takasago, the destroyers
Akatsuki and Hayadori and the oats
Oshima and Atago during the fatal
months of May and December of last
year. The Chreonicle impugns the good
faith of the navy staff npon the grounds
that since the publication of the disas-
trous losses would have had a market
effect upon the flotation of a foreign
loan, at that time being megotiated, that
body deliberately compromised the finan-
cial integrity of Japan by allowing the
gan to be sold on false pretences. The
Kobe paper further states its belief that
now the accuracy of reports concerning
tthe progress of the war must henceforth
be open to a very sceptical reception and
it fears that ‘“now that the gomfidence
felt in these reports—reports published
by consulates and legations with a view
to influeneing public opinion—has receiv-
ed so rude a shock. the resulting loss
to Japau’s credit may well be weighed
against the immediste gain secured by
the policy adonted.”
