world for pig iron and manufactured 
iron and steel of every kind ia exceeding 
the productive capacity of every country 
outside the British Islands. Already the 
United States and Germany are drawing 
heavily upon British output and Brit­
ish stocks, and so far as the Immediate 
outlook goes e American iroii and steel 
firms will have more than enough to do 
to supply the wants of their own coun­
try. Iu these circumstances tile position 
of Canada as a customer for British 
iron, steel, nmchinery and other metal­
lurgical products, is one of growing im­
portance. Not many years ago the Can­
adian market waa practically neglected 
by English firms. The idea pteyailed, 
and perhaps there was eome truth in it, 
that she got, and that Nature intended 
her to get, all her supplies from across 
the United States frontier. The Board 
of Trade returns presented-monthly and 
annually to the House of Commons sim­
ply classed Canada upder the heading 
"Other Countries," and, while according 
personal recognition to Australia, New 
Zealand, and the West Indies, gave no 
individual information about the Domin­
ion. Of late years, however, the pro­
gress of Canada in population,- in the 
growth of cities, in the construction of 
railroads and factories, and in the de­
velopment of her agricultural lands, has 
made it in some respects the most active 
and promising of the Empire markets, 
in railways alone it is estimated that 
fully a million tons of steel rails will be 
required during the next five years for 
projected lines, as well as great quanti­
ties of structural steel for bridges and 
buildings. The Canadian Pacifi

ances
with this railway development, the 
growth of Western towns and Eastern 
seaports must create a demand of a 
varied character for British iron, and 
steel manufactures. The subsidized steel 
works of Canada are totally inadequate 
to provide for her coming reqniremente, 
and the condition of trade in the United 
States makes It highly improbable that 
relief to any large extent will come from 
that country. At the same time the re­
cent organized visits of Canadian manu­
facturers and engineers to our British 
iron, steel and engineering 
interested them as practical men in the 
capacity and skill of British firms and 
British mechanics. The superstition, sot 
sedulously fostered twenty years ago by 
American manufacturers, that British 
iron and steel plants were out of date, 
has given place to a truer appreciation 
of the immense , capacity of British 
plants for turning ont cheaply the very 
best products (liât the most exacting 
tests can demand. It may have been 
true that twenty years ego we were be­
hind the United States and Germany iu 
modern appliances. But this is not true 
today. The United States steel maker 
is the first to admit that we have set 
our house in order, helped ourselves to 
his idea», and put ourselves in the posi­
tion of producing iron, steel, and mach­
inery of better quality and at a lower 
price than any country In the world.

It Is, therefore, clear that Canada 
likely'to be in the immediate future one 
of one. largest customers. She his al­
ready given ns a small preference in her 
tariffs. The Imperiàl connection ought 
to count for a good deal, and the greater 
enterprise of British firms in keeping 
travelers and agents at work will help 
to develop this trade. The only prac­
tical difficulty we may have to face is 
the fact that our Iron and steel plants 
are already engaged up to their full out­
