The Milk Question Again.
Eprror WoRLD : As an interested party
in the eonsumption of milk, I have read
with considerable interest the articles that
have appeared from time to time in The

World on the question of reducing the
price of this most necessary article. Cheap
milk to my mind means poor milk,

8 Quality, not cheapness, should be the
first consideration in such an important
article.

Many families in our oity to-day are
making milk the chief article of diet for
their children and invalids. How impor-
tant it is, therefore, that none but the very
best quality should be offered for sale,
Fancy an invalid being supplied with milk
by a dealer who procures his supply froma
party who feeds his cows on distillery slop.
That milk so produced is largely consumed
the evidenoe of our eyes amply testifies.
You have only to look about you to see
wagon ‘loads of this poisonous and dirty
stuff being carted along our streets daily,
the smell from it being emough to sicken
one, let alone the knowledge that we are
consuming it. Why, sir, it is horrible to
think that the refuse from the manufacture
of whisky is thought by some dealers to be
good enough to feed our children and in-
valids upon, and that many are being fed
with it is the cose beyond dcubt., Itisa
well known fact that cows inbaling bad
odors the taint will be taken into the cir-
culation, end from thence goes into the
milk; how much worse then will the milk
be when such stuff as this slop is actuall
fed them. There are two grades of mﬂz
being sold in  the city to-day—
one is produced from well fed, the
other from distillery slop-fed cows.
How and where am I to get first-class milk
some householder may ask? Buy from a
dealer who has a reputation at stake and
dare not run the risk of ruining his busi-
ness by selling a poor article; not from
“cheap Jacks” but from those who have
been in the business for years and deal
exclusively in it, Consumers should con-
gider well the matter for themselves.
They should know how and where the
milk is kept after reaching the dealer ; if
his premises are adapted for it ; is he
solely in that line of business ; can he give
his whole attention®to it ; does he under-
stand the business? Take a case in point ;
personally I have nothing against Mr,
Chapman, but as he advertises for my sup-
port I have a right to criticize his action
on the milk question, I claim that
he has no right to bring milk in contact
with the class of goods he deals in,
There is no one in his line of business who
does not have more or less tainted meat,de-
cayed vegetables and fruit, not mentioning
fish, and to bring milk in contact with
such leaves the person liable to the sever-
est censure. On what grounds does Mr.
Chapman ask for support; is it "because
his business is leaving him, that he has not
enough to do in his own line? I fancy not
as his line of business is a good one; then
is must be from a selfish motive that he
would endeavor to take the business out of
the hands of the legitimate dealer. It may
be he wishes 1o pose as a public benefactor
in reducing the price of milk to eix cents,
but this cannot be the case as he has the
fullest opportunity of being considered
a benefactor by first commencing the re-
duction in prices in his own line of busi-
ness. Iam of the opinion that there is
just as much room for a reduction in the
price of meat and vegetables as in milk ;
as a matter of fact, I believe there is more.
I am satisfied that good milk at 7 cents;for
the winter months is cheap. I must con-
clude, therefore, that it is selfishness that
leads Mr. Chapman to meddie in a line of
husiness im which the public are being
well served, and have made no complaints
about price.

I would suggest, ther¢fore, to Mr.
C‘hapman, that he removes the sign from
over his door, which reads : ““Live and let
live.” Fair Pray.
