Amn Objection to be Made to Test the Status
of the Order In Canada.

Turthermore, that by the said incorpora-
tion thé Local Legislature has recognised
the authority of the Pope—a foreign poten-
tate—to interfere in the legislation of the
province and in counter authority to that of
Her Majesty the Queen.

The object of this excep-
tion of form.is understood to be for the pur-

THE MANITOBA RAILRUAD,

Sir George Stephen and Sir Donald Smith
Elected Directors.

New “Yorg, April 25.—At a meeting of
the Manitoba Railroad directors here to-
day, Sir George Stephen and Sir Donald
Smith were elected directors. At the office
of the company much secrecy Wwas observed
and the names of the retiring directors were
fefused.

New Yorx, April 25.—At the special
meeting of the Northern Pacific Railway
directors to-day the resolution agreeing to
the arbitration contraet for the control and
harmonious operation of the roads in the
Pacific Northwest was rescinded. This ends
the scheme to obtait a guarantee of the
dividend on the Oregon Navigation stock
from . the Northern. Pacific jointly
with _ the Union Pacific, and throws
the burden . of the lease’ on the
Union Pacifie.  “The _proposition to
operate the Wisconsin Central on a per-
centage of earnings was discussed, and three
forms of proposed contracts were presented.
Only one was read, after which the board
adjourned “to 'meet again next Thurs-
day. After the atjournment” it was
announced that Brayton Ives, one of
the most active members of the Northern
Pacific board, resigned his office of Vice-
