Another Frightful Mine Disaster in Penn-
sylvania—Water from An Old ‘Work-
ing Drowns an Eatire Gang.

HAZELTON, Pa., Feb, 4—A terrible acci-
dent whereby 17 men lost their lives occurred
at Janesville at 11 o'clock this morning in
slope No, 10, operated by J. C. Hayden &
