On the Shore.

WAR CRY STARTS IT

Combatants Fight In the Sea and
Over Peat Bog.

LONDON, March 31. — (Canadian
Press Cable.)—The embarkation of 400
crofters from Barra and South Uist at
South Uist, on Saturday, on board the
steamship Marloch bound for Canadea,
aroused a feud on shore between South
Uist and Barra islanders, according to
one newspaper correspondent.

“The ancient Gaelic battle cry came
from a Barra man,”’ the correspondent
states, ‘“‘and was answered by a South
Uist man with blood-curdling impre-
cation. Thereupon a battle started and
it surged up and down shore and on
the hillside. Men fought in the sea up
to their waists and they fought over
a peat bog. Women ran beside the
men engaged in the fight and as they
ran they uttered Gaelic taunts and
cheers, according as the battle went for
their men.”

The story of this battle in one I.ondon
newspaper occupies nearly a column of
space, whereas the affair seems to have
entirely escaped the notice of the other
correspondents” on the scene. They
merely record in their dispatch about
the Hebrideans sailing on Saturday as
the only unexpected incident the fact
of a man falling into a loch and being
{mmediately rescued.
