The last act in the tragedy, by which 
the unfortunate Mr. McLean lost his 
life, is now swittly and surely drawing 
to a close. Mitchell has received a fair 
trial, occupying from Wednesday morn, 
ing until nearly six on Thursday 
afternoon last, before an impartial 
Judge and Jury, and it has re­
sulted in his being sentenced
to expiate his crime on the gal­
lows, on the 22nd of December, next. 
Pie was ably defended by Messrs. Har­
rington,. of Halifax, and Owen, of An 
nnpolis, who evidently did their best 
for the prisoner, making their objective 
point a verdict of manslaughter. Mr. 
Harrington in his address dwelt strongly 
upon the prisoner’s lack of education; 
his condition on the night of the affray ; 
endeavoured to represent that the two 
principal witnesses, Messrs. Clarke 
and Greenland, were on the ground 
with the unfortunate deceased mainly 
for the purpose of picking a quarrel 
with the blacks ; making the most out 
of several statements of Clarke’s, and 
then went on to say that he (counsel) 
considered that the blacks had been to 
a certain extent imposed on ; that the 
town boys had no right to take the law 
in their own hands ; and that the fatal 
stab was inflicted through the impulse 
of terror and in the confusion caused 
by an attack in the rear, which he 
endeavoured to make appear had been 
irade. (Here was one palpably weak 
point in the speech as there 
had been no evidence whatever 
to support it.) Mr. Harrington alto­
gether made a very creditable address 
considering the slim amount of evi­
dence for the defence he had to work 
upon. His speech is concise and clear, 
and his gentlemanly bearing always 
make as favourable impression.

The Attorney General then took up 
the case for the Crown and proceeded 
to lay before the jury in the most lucid 
manner a clear statement of the facts 
of the case. The Attorney General’s 
speech was most easy and graceful, and 
the essence of logic, entirely free from 
any animus against the prisoner and 
his companions, stating that they had 
equal right with ourselves, and that he 
would be the last man to urge anything 
to the contrary. The crowd in the 
court room listened with rapt atten­
tion to the learned gentleman’s round 
ed periods, and every word that fell 
from his lips as he reviewed the case 
perceptibly lessened the prisoner’s 
chances of any commutation of the 
death penalty. The Attorney General 
first showed the destination as held by 
the law between manslaughter and 
murder; citing several cases parallel 
to the one in question; then reviewed 
the principal evidence, adducing there­
from that whatever row had taken 
place was not participated in by the 
prisoner; that he had come to the 
scene armed, and evidently prepared 
for murderous work; (here the learned 
gentleman dwelt upon the oflence of 
carrying a deadly weapon upon the 
person, saying that the penalty for the 
same was in itself severe,) the unfortu­
nate deceased was shown to have in no 
way given any grounds for the attack 
to which he was subjected ;, that his 
conduct had on the contrary been of a 
peaceable character, stating that it was 
human nature to make some objection 
to insult; and concluded by reverting 
the jury to the first portion of his 
speech, and told them that in this case 
the murder was so clear that they 
could have no difficulty as to their 
verdict.

Administrator's Notice.His Honor the Judge in his charge 
pointed out that the prisoner’s life was 
not, as counsel will sometimes repre­
sent, in the hands of the jury ; but that 
the law decided a prisoner’s fate ; he 
then showed the jury that they had no 
alternative as to the verdict they must 
return ; that there was not one point 
oflawful extenuation for the prisoner, 
and concluded by reading over the law 
and the evidence. The jury then 
retired for a short time, and as was 
expected soon returned and pronounc 
ed the words that removed the last 
lingering hope that may have dwelt in 
prisoner’s mind.

On Saturday morning, the 9th inst.,
His Lordship, Judge Smith pronounced 
sentence of death. The Court House 
was densely packed, and the prisoner, 
who was in the dock, seemed much 
agitated when the awful death sen 
tence was pronounced from the judge­
ment seat. It is nearly seventeen 
years since a similarly trying duty has 
been imposed upon a Judge in this 
County, and that was upon the occasion 
of the trial of Norton for the poisoning 
of his wife.

At the same time the two Bents and 
Gould were each sentenced to five years’ 
imprisonment in the Maritime Peniten­
tiary at Dorchester for the crime of 
sheep stealing. In delivering sentence 
the Judge was justly severe upon the 
culprits, and his remarks upon the of­
fences committed by the prisoners, and 
the lawless course of life pursued by 
them, were well calculated to impress 
them, with the deservedness of their 
sentence.
