MUST NOT -RETURN NAVAL BASES
TO GERMANY

Foreign Seeretary Balfour Says They
Should Not Be Returned to
the Enemy

LONDON, September 17—In his ad-
dress today voicing his personal view
that such a conference as Austria-
Hungary suggested in its peace note
would be useless, Foreign Secretary
Balfour expressed his opposition to
che return tc Germany of her naval
bases in various parts of the world.

‘“The text of this portion of Mr.
speech, received today,
shows that the Foreign Secretary went
somewhat further in his discussion of
the subject of Germany's Colonies
than the first reports of the address
indicated.”

“Germany,” said Mr. Balfour, “is
going to insist upon the return of her
Colonies. Here again is a point upon

| which there can be no misunderstand-

ing. Germany stands on one side and
we on the other. I may say it is im-
possible to conceive that any conver-
sations can bridge over a difference so
deep, or to restore to the power of
Germany those unhappy populations
she misused, or give back to Germany
control over those naval bases which
can give her control of the means of

| communication, not only between the
{ British ‘Empire, but between the civi-

lized nations of the world.”
