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and manuscripts—vases and incense-buin-
ers, temple furniture and household shrines,
amulets and talismans, and objects illus-
‘trating popular superstitions. - Fortune-
telling with cards has its history told in a.
series of objects showing the development
of the playing-card, many sets of cards
made especially for
fortune-telling con-
cluding the series.
Planchette, palmistry,
physiognomy, and
other methods of divi-
nation are also illus-
trated. The amulets
include. a series re-
cently gathered by
Mrs. John Harrison
in Eaypt, Palestine,
and Turkey, with
special reference to
the Folk-lore Depart-
ment of the museum.
This exhibition, the
first of the kind in
this country,and with
the exception of the
Guimet Museum in
Paris, the first in the
world, was planned
and carried out by the
University _Archreo- Equatorial Africn-Tdol
logical Society, by ‘Vorshippedby
which theDepartment

of Archwuology and Paleontology of the
university is supported. It hasbeen aided
from the inception by the untiring efforts
of the provost of the university, Dr. Wil-
liam Pepper. :

The collection will be open daily free to
the public, and the printed ecatalogue will
contain a detailed account of the entire
collection.

Ol what
makes him ?’ she continued, *for it just
unfits him for a sick-room—the place above
all where the minister is most prized.”

If evil,
avoid ; if good, follow. Teach much by
questions wisely put, for. (1) a question un-
veils the soul ; (2). nothing can escape .a
question ; (3) it reveals decision. A ques-

tion awakenscuriosity, arouses thememory,

and leads out inquiry into t}'x'é."\ink‘nawh},

The excellence of a teacher may be known
by the character gnd adaptation of his ques-
tions. The firstopening questions of.a
lesson are very-hnportant. . It. has been

suid by Augustine that ¢a boy can preach, }

but only a man can catechise.” . Study. the
art of questioning. . Study, also, the artof
sccuring and retaining attention. . -Remem-
ber that * curiosity is the parent - of atten-
tion.” . Rely on Bible truths, promises and
illustrations as divinely adapted’ to chil-
dren. In tho arrangement of the lesson
the beginning should arrest attention, the
middle inform the .mind, and thé end, or
application, affect the heart.”’
