AN AMERICAN TRADITION.
Y MRS, CHILD,

Ths County of Strafiord, New Hatnpshire, is re-
markable for its wild and broken scenery  Ranges of
hills, towgring one above another, as.f eager to look
upon the beautiful country, which afar off hes sleap-
ing in the embrace of tho clouds—precipices from
which the eagle delights to build his cyry—dolls rug-
ged and tangled with dark and deep ravines, from the
magnificent characteristic of this picteresque region.

A high preeipice, called Chocorua’s CLifl, is reuder-
ed peculiarly intoresting by legend, which tradition
alone has saved from utter oblis.on. Tlus, epot bemng
in the midst of very romantic scencry, 1s hittle known,
and less visited; for the vicinity i9, n3 yet, untravers.
ed by rail roads or canals, and no ** mountain house,”
perched on the tremendous battlemonts, allures the
traveller hither to mock the majesty of nature wilithe
insipidities of fashion.

In olden time, when Goffo and Whalley passed for
wizards and mountain spirits among the superstitious,
the vicinity of the spot we have beon describing was
occupicd by a very small colony, which, either from
discontent or enterpeise, had retired into this remote
part of New Hampshire. Most of them woro erdina-
1y men, led to this independent mode of Life by impa.
tience of restraint, which as frequently accowpantes
vulgar obstinacy as generous pride. But there was
one master-spisit among them, who was capable of a
higher destiny than be over fulfilled. The conscious-
ness of this stamped something of proud hunility on
the fuce of Cornelius Campbell, somethiug of a haugh-
ty spirit, strongly curbed by circumstances he could
not contral, and at which he scorned to murntur. He
assumed superiority; but unconsciously there was
thrown around him the spell of intellect, and bis cum-
panions felt, they knew not why, thathe was * among
them, but not of them.” His stature was gigantic,
and he had the bold quick tread of one who had wan-
dered frequently and fcarlessly among the ternble
hiding places of natute. His voice was harsh, but
bis whole countenance possessed singular capabilities
for tenderncas of expression; and sometimes under the
geutle influence of dumestic excitement, lus hard fea-
tutcs would be rapidly lighted up, secming hko the
sunshine fiying over the shaded ficlds in an April day.

His companion was ono peculiarly calcuiated to
excito and retain the deep strong cnergics of manly
love, Shs had possessed extraordinary beauty; and
had, in the full raturity of aa excellent judgment, ro-
linquiehed several splendid alliances, and incurzed her
father’s displeasure for the sake of Cornclius Camp-
bell. Had political circumnstances proved favouratls,
his talents and ambition would unquestionably bave
worked out a pathto emolument and fane; but he had
been & zealous and active enemy of the Stuarts, and
the restoration of Chatles tho Sccond was a death.
blow 10 his hopes of advancement in his own country.
Immediate flight became necessary; America was the
ehosen place of refuge, and to thus solitary spot ko
withdrew with bis family.

A smalisettlement, in such a remate place, was of
coutse subject o inconvenience and occasional suffer-
ing. From the Indians they recamved neither injury
nor insuit. No cause of quarre] had ever arisen; and

l:lthou;h their frequent visits wsre somerimes trou-

blesouie, they nover had given mdications of jealousy
or malice. Chocorua was considered a prophlet amony
them, and, as such, an object of peculiar respect. Ho
had a mind wlich education and motiwve wuuld have
nerved with giant sirength, but growing up in savage
freadom, it wasted iselfin fury and ungovernable pas-
sions, There was something fearful in tho quiet
haughtiness of i3 lip—it scemed so hike slumbering
power, too proud to be lightly roused, and too mnpla-
cable tosleep agam. In lussmall black ficry eye, ex-
pression lay coiled up hke a beautiful snuke. The
white people knew that lus hatred would bo ternble,
bLut they had never provoked it, and evon the chil-
dren Lecame o much accustomed to himto fear
him.

Chocorua hiad a son abeut nino or ten years old, to
whotn Caroling Campbell had occastonally made such
gaudy presents as werc liely to attract lus savage
fancy. This won the child’s afuctions, so that ho
became a familiar visitant, almost an inmate of theswr
dwelling; and being unrestramed by the courtesies
of civilized life, ho would mnepact every thing, and
taste of every thing that came 1n lus way. Gome poi-
son prepared for a nuschiovous fox which had long
troubled the little scttloment, was discovered and
dran\ by the Indian boy, and ke went lome to lus
father to sicken and die.

From that moment jealousy and hatred took pos-
session of Chocorua’s soul.  He nover told lus sus-
picions; ho Lrooded over them 1n secret, to noun:sl
tho deadly revenge ha contcuplated sgamst Curae-
liws Campbell.

The story of Indian ammosity 13 always the same.
Campbell left tus hut for the ficlds carly one bnght
balmy moramg in June. Sulla fover, though ten
years a husband, his last Jook was turaed tonaids tus
wife, answering her parting smile—hus fast acuon o
Kiss for each of lus ch:ldren.  When he returned, they
were dead—all dead! and their disfigured bodiea too
surely showed that an Indian's Land had deno the
work!

In such a mind, grief, Like all other emotions, was
tempestuoss. Home had been to hua the only ver-
dant spot in the wide descrt of hfe. In lus wife and
childten he had gatnered up all bis life heart, and now
they were torn from him. The resnembranee of her
love clung to lum Lho the death-grapple of a diown-
ing man, sucking him down, down into darhness and
death. This was followea by a calm a thousand
times more terrible—the creeping agony of despaur,
that brings with it no power of resistance.

¢ Asif tho dead could fcal
The 1cy worm around hum steal.”’

For many daye, those who knew and reverenced
him feared that the spark of reason was for erer ex-
tinguished. But itrekindled agam, and with it came
a wild demoniac spirit of revenge. The death-groan
of Chocorua would make him smile even in lus dreams,
and when ho looked, death seemed too pitaful aven-
geance for the anguish that was cating into us very
soul. ..

Chacorua's bretbren were abeant on & hunting ex-
pedition when. he commutted the murder; and those
who watched his movements observed that he fre-
quently climbed the high precipice, which afterwards
took his name, probably lookivg out for their retura,
