area gown than usuwal,  Some (and it
would te better if all) farmers grow suf-
Jicient wheat to bread their lamilies.
Potatves have come up well and promise
a good yiell.  Turnips, mangolds and
sugar-beots are more exteunsively grown
than formerly, and when pulped and
mixed with meal are found excellent for
stock ; farmers sequa’ated with their use
say they would not be able to do without.
Fruit : Apples—the trees gave promise
when in blossom of an abundant cvop,
in many orchards the apple worm has
injured the blossoms, and the crops will
not be as large as in 1880, but much
Jarger than in 1881 ; cherries and other
small fruits o fuir crop. The present
prices of all kinds of furm products pay
the industrions farmer a handsome return
for his labor af properly applied,

Your cirenlar soliciting information as
to present and future prospect of the
crops in this Jocality came duly to hand,
Winter wheat was much injured due-
ing the winter and spring, and, in conse
sequence, there will not be so lage a
quantity bharvested as st year. Al
though the spring was cold and back-
ward, and furniers were muel later than
usual in getting their crops in, more
acres of potators have been planted and
a greater breadth of grain sown than in
any previovs year and, with the warm
weather and sunshine weare now having,
our cultivated crops promise a good yickl,
Tho hay crop on rich up-Jands as well as
on the marshes will be a heavy one.
The fruit trees blossomed full, but in
some localities the Ribston Pippin, an
early winter variety, and the Nonpareil,
2 long keeper, both highly prized in our
home and foreign markets, will come
under an average crop. I may state that
the fruit crop as a whale, and which is
cosidered a very mnportant one in the

Annapolis vulley, as it probably nets
more to the farmer than any other farm
product, will be a good avemge. The

Iu teply to your note asking tho state
and prospeets of the crops in this County,
[ beg to say that personal ebservation and
inquiry dave led moe to the folluwing
conclusions :—Lirst, the hay crop wil
be an average one if we have the vrdinary:
Juy weather this month. It has sut-
fered cousiderably, particularly in clayey
Lands, from exceseive and generally cold
mins,  These celd mins retarded the
growth of gmss, but promoted that ol
different kimds of weeds.  Sccondly, it
is impussible to make any reliable fore-
cast ot ceveals yet, as so much depends on
the weather. The blade luvks healtny
and strong, and though less advanced
than it usually is at this date, still with
favorabls weather we may look forward
with much hope to a good havvest, Early
sown wheat looks very promising. [ am
informed that in wet Jands a good dexl of
both ¢ 5ly and late sowing is * waler
killed.” Thirdly, the potato and root
crops gesierally lovk very prowising,
though, on acgount of the lateness of the
sowing season, they are not as forward as
might otherwise be expected.  Although
the farmer has suffered, on the oue hand,
from the exceptional wotness of the sea-
son, which vetarded farm work and
growth, he has, on the other haud
escaped frost and its blighting influence

In reply to yowrs of the 3rd inst., I
beyg to say that the Lnglish grass on bigh,
well drained marsh prowmises an excellent
crop, the unusual wet has hurt it on
poorly drained wmarsh,  Uplands light,
especially newly seeded land, which has
been badly winter killed, and the cold,
wet spring has not been favorable for
grass on damp lands. Do not think Imy
will be more than a fuic average crop.
All grain crops put in with land in bad
state, consequently weeds thick and grain
thin,  Buckwheat genemlly very luw,
and with early full no expectation ot ¢
crop. Al gwin crops middling to poor,
even allowing tho season to be ten days
late,  Prtatoes have suflered very severely
with the wet weather ; sumo have been
plonghed up and turnips sown.  Potatoes
mut be light,  Tarnips and mangolds
late, with far prospects.  Iiven the hitle
fruit lere raised will probably be light.
