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out $100 cash a year for haviog his orop out for
him, he may pay the same sum to & machino
company for a couple of ycars and theu own a
binder for himself, or it may pay him to pur.
chaso a team paying only half their value in
cash and the balance when by the uso of them
he has carned it; but it {a an abuse of the
credit system for s man with 30 or 40 acres
of crop to buy a binder beoausc hooan got it on
timo, or to consums his groceries and wear out
his oluthes months, not to say years, before he
has pald for them; for tho necossities of life do
pot carn thoir own value,—thoy are au exponse
which must be paid for by deducting from the
profits of the industry wo fcllow.

10 couclusion—(1) No man should boe able to
purchase goods oo credit withous having ma
terial sacurity, either {n the articles thomselves

1in collaterals, to offer in oxchango.

{2) No man ahould expeot credit in a business
desl merely becsuso he is known to be honeat;
no praiwe is due to & man for bein%] honest,
but no condemoation is too severe if ho is dis-
honest.

(3) The lifo of a cash store ‘n Austio and
the price at which goods can be sold in it de.
pemr entirely upot tho support it receives from
the neighborhood, The volume of bnsiness,
cash aund credit combined, beiog done in Austin
duriog the present year would not warrant. a
cash storo at prices that would bo satisfactory
to purchasers.

(4) No one need expeot to pay cash for what
his housohold will require for nine months or a

oar by merely making up his mindtodoso
¥ie must make some provision by which he can
oarry out his dotermination, and if nocessary
sot apart o certain quantity of wheat or cattle
or atart a savings bank account, and no matter
whero he buys his goods, have tho monoy so0
placed that he can spend it for no other pur-
pose than for supplying bimself and family
with household requirements, and now is the
time to think the matter over and see what
would be the best to do for next year.

(5) 1t a cash store is to be started in Austin
its object should be to better the community
aud not & mere excuse for refusing credit to
long winded customers, and this can be done
by treating all, from the railroad tramp to the
Governor General, alike, by selling to all at
the same price when, and only when, they have
the money. If yon allow a man credit for three
hours why not for three days, and if you allow
one man credit for three days, why not allow
another who owas saveral times the value of
property credit for three months.

(6) It bas always been the endeavor of the
mansgement of The Puople’s Store to make it
worthy of this name, and if the proprietor can
assist io such a movement as the one above
suggested, he will be pleased to do it. If, how-
ever, the verdict is that only a credit store can
exist, he will, as already intimated, retire ss
soon ufter Qotober the firat as possible, for the
reason that the direction of a oredit store re-
\juires more attention and time than he caa de-
vote to it.

Freight Rates invthe Territories.

AN OFFPICIAL INVESTIGATION TO HE HELD,

Ia Parliament on Thuraday Mr. MacDonald,
of Assinibois, brought up the question of
railway freight rates in the Territories and the
building of the Hudson Bay railway. He

bad recently had an interview with Me. Van
Horne, who told him the Canadian Paocific
railway were not charging oxcessive froight
rates, for the reasons set forth in a letter ad
dressed to tho government. He asked that the
contents of that letter should be made publie.
It was clear, he said, that the Canadina Pacific
railway did not intend to redace the present
rates. It was atterly impossible for the farm-
cra of the West to pay the present rates owing
to the extremely low prices of their products.
He therefore asked the government to appoint
a committee to go into the whole matter of
these freight rates

Previor Thompson eaid petitions from the
Territories agaiast excessive freight rates were
numerously »igned He rcad one of those pe-
titions alleging that exorbitant freight rates
wore driving scttlers out of tho country auvd
that the cumpany refused any redicss. The

atition also asked for parliamentary aid to
guild other railways and the Hudson Bay rail-
way. The petition was considered by the
goverament and the Canadian Pacific railway
asked what they had to say. A letter dated
June 14, addressed to the minister of rail.
waya by the secretary of the railway com-
pany, had been received in reply. The direc.
tors of the Canadian Pacific railway took
the ground in this letter, that their fraight
rates up there were lower than those upon any

rain transportation in tho world under simi-
ﬁ:r conditions, and cousidering the fact that
cars had to be returned empty, and that the
cost of fuel was 8o high, they were thereforo
upable to see how they could reduca their

rates, The dircotors pssorted that Canadian
scttlors were bittor o than thoso in other
wheat producing countries, and in the interest
of Canada as woll as to the company, the di-
rectors suggested that the povernment should
compare thn condition of the farmors of the
Tarritories with those of tho westorn states
and other wheat producing regions of the
wotld with regird to tho cost of roaching the
world’s grain markets. Tho secrotary of the
railway com‘:any presents the followlog:—
"Flemning is the most eastero polat from which
wheaf is shipped on our lfn'os in the Territorics
and Edmoatou is the most distant paint from
which grain is shipped.  The grain rates from
these points respectively are as follows :”

Tho secrotary proceeds : ** I am prepared to
say that theso rates aro lower than the rates of

rain transportation by railway anywhero olss
o the world under anything approachin
«imilar conditions.” Then follows a compari-
800 of the freight rates batween poiuts on the
Cana.ian Pacitio railway and points situated
relatively the same on tho Great Northern and
Nortbern Pacific. The promier said that a por.
tion of the potitioners some months ago made
application to the railway committee of the
privy council to havo a reconsideration of the
schedule of rates of tho Canadiaa Pacific Rhil.
way Co. The railway conmittes of tho piivy
council met for the purpose of hearing theic
application, but the application was not prossed
at tho two or throe occasions the opportunity
was given to bring it forward. It is quite sasy
to understand, of course, that tho petitioners
could be at very considerable dieadvantsgo in
pressiog o caso like that which they doeasired to
present before the railway committee of the
privy council, sitting at a p'ace so distant from
their residenco as Ottawa. They bave probably
Bo organiz tion posscssed of sufficient funds to
defray the expentes of pressing their case fully
at such & distance, and ipasmuch as the letter
of the secrotary, which I have just read, agrees
in stating that a full investigation aad aatnori-
tative definition of what thereal position of the
compaoy is as regards thoir rates, thatit would
be an advantage to the company as well as to
the settler, that the the government have ar-
rived at the couclasion tbat a thorough inves
tigation into all the questions which affeat
traneportation in thess regions ought to be
made as soon after the session of partiament as
it can be 83t on foot. The premier added that
it was not quits decided whether it would take
the form of a royal commission, but the inclin.
ation was that it should be a depirtmental en-
quiry. He could not state at that moment the
range it would take,
