Notes.

QuzEx AXxxKe's BouxTr.

« For several centurles it had been cus-
tomary in England, on entering a benefice
or living, to pay to the Pope (or subse-
quently to the Bovereign) a sum called
annates or first fruits, amounting to the
value of one year’s ravenue of the bene-
fice. But Quesn Anae voluntarily per-
formed anact of generosity, of which the
Church at this day experiences the ad-
vantages in the increasad comforts of its

poorer ministers. With the consent of
perliament, she alienated that branch of
her revenue which arose from the first
fruits and teaths paid by the clergy, and
vested it in trustees for the augmenta-
tion of small livings. Tke trustees of
this fund, called Queen Anne’s Bounty,
adds one hundred pounds to each hun-
dred pounds offered by private donors

for the augmentation of any small living
ori{perpetual curacy; the joint sums
being appointed to be expended in the
purchase of land or other secure invest-
meant."—Dict. of English Church.
