und holiest and wisest of men, but ntterly deny
His Divine nature, Their strange views seemed
to have found a congeninl home for a time in
Masesachusetts, but, they huve in recent yoars
lost their influence there. In Eogland the
body has been for some years a dwindling com-
munity, but there is, unfortunately, only too
good reason for believing that their insidious
doctrines have so affected some of the Dissent-
ing religious bodies that their hold on the cen-
tral traths of Christianity is {n danger of being
altogether lost,.—Church Bells,
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Tuw Rev. C. M, Grant (Presbyterian), St.
Mark’s parish church, Dundeo, Scotland, re-
cently in his pulpit protested strongly against
the Dundee Church Office-benrers’ Union, hav-
ing held & convorsazione on the evening before
Easter. He said it was indecent and unbe-
coming to hold festivities on that evening, The
objections thut some people had to keeping
holy days wore just the old resources of weak
minds, that the use might come to an abuse.
