An Immense Statue.

An idea of the immensity of the statue of Liberty
which Francae {s about to erect in New York Harbor
may be obtained from & description of the hand
and wrist of the figure, which has arrived in New
York, The thumb, which partly encircle the torch
that is to serve as a light-house Dbeacon, is a ludic-
tanaly gigantlc member, On the thumb nail alone
a man of geveral hundred pounds avoirdupols might
find & roomy geat. As for the arm below the elbow
and opening into the palm of the band, three men
of ordinnry statue might walk abreast within Its in-
turior, 1t is said that inside the upper and Lroader
patt of the arm above tho elbow as many as nine can
be comfortably accommodated. The (ragmentary
port is mado of bronzed copper, about a sixteenth of’
up inch in thickness, It 18 in fine, evenly rolled
plates, riveted nnd screwoed together in the firest
and most elaborate manner., The completed statuo
will be about 120 fect in height, from the crown of
the head to tho sole of the fuot, the clevation of tho
pedestal beliig perhaps a third of the altitude of the
statue, It is understood that a staircase wiil be

:] placed within the right arm, by which ascent can

be made to a balcony runniog around the edge of
ths flambean, Thoe height of the complete arm is
thirty.five feet, Of course the statue is upright.
The left arm is bent 80 a8 to-cofold and hold light-
1y towards the body a set of tablets upoa which the
Declaration of independence is supposed to be in-
scribed.. ‘I'he head is surrounded by a diadem,
from which projects n circle of prongs that catch
the shn’s'says and construct a brillinnt nimbus of
glory out of them. - Its estimated cost is $125,000,
bnlf of which has already ULeen subscribed. Both
pedostal and .statuo will be completed in two yenrs
from now, and it will be the joint enterprisc of
Franco and America,
