The traveller in pre-railway days, per one
of the onoe famous Biancono coaches between
Galway and Limerick will remember that, at
the little village of Kilkevrnan, a road léading
to the small town of Kinratty, xan, ss.doubt-
Jess it runs to-day, at right angles to the
shigh road” between the two citles (much
pearer the Corrib than the Bhannon) ; and
that he could, while the horsss were belng
exohanged, if he happened to be an out-
glde passenger, get an exoellent. view of the
conntry to the west; indeed, on a cleer,
pright day he-might cee an estusry of the
Atiantlo eparkling in the sunshine, with the
pills of Burren forming.a blue, hezy outline
at tha south, and stretohing o far westward
into the sea 88 to make the glimpee of ccean
wo get look more 1tke an 1nland sheet ot
water than what it really is—a liny portion
of the great oceen iiself. Now, going to the
haif-town, half-village, of Kinratty, one
passss, after travelling two Irish miies due
west, the straggling village of Boherbue,
which lies midway between Kllkeernan and
Kinratty; sod st the centre .of this
vilisge anotner road running north and south
intersepts sund accounts for the usme by
whioh Boherbue {8 familiaxly known—that is,
«The Orces Boada,” The northern terminus
oithis by-way is the scattered hamlet of
Luggawn, which juis out Into an estosry of
the Atiantic, while the southern terminua
merges Into the other principal road, which
glved access to travel from the #Qitle of the
Tribes” to north-westerm Clare. Scarcely
fifteen minutes’ walk from «The Cross Roads,”
you come to the sgate-houee” of oneof the
iandlords of thess parts south of Boherbue;
and less than a quarter of & mlle from this
evidence of, the «big house the seat of
Peter Bodkin; Esq., a cominodlous bailding
of three storeys and a half, occuplies a pleas.
ant spot among’ a wilderness of rock, clumps
of scraggy, disappointing trees, scorched
looking pastore and heather. Thia house Is
within the ehadow of an old, unroofed castle
whose walls, dilapidated and tottering as they
now are, would yet indicate that centurles
sgo their owners were men of note and wide
influence. Continuing one’s course still far-
ther southward, snother monument of the
past—this time the ivy-covered rulns of
what was once a xich and flourishing church
—strikes the eye, The only evidencas of ite,
former conditlon which remain is one gable
whoss original proportions are yet main-
talned; ono or two others which have suc~
combed to tlme and Oromwell; two
or three walls, much lower than
the broken gables. All these are covered
with a thick growth of ivy which gives them
a lonely and sepulchralappearance. Within
the hallowed precinots are a tew tombs, as
many flaga marking burlals which have so
long since ¢ccurred, thut time has quite
obliterated thelr ingoriptions ; while witnout
less pretentions recorda of eepnliure thickly
dot the ground, that is now used as the
parochial cemetry, This plot is enclosed by
an old crumbling wall—full of gaps; an iron
gate, long off ita hingee, and propped up by
tome loose stones, marks the entrance to the
churchyard and roine of Ballyoreggan. In
the immediate vicinity stands Ballycreggan
itself—a collection of some dozen and a half
houges, the most of which arve poor, small—
in fact, squalild and going fast to *geea;”
nearly all havs thatched roofs, and
these &8 may be inferred, sre of
the most wretched kind. The locality has
not a jot of that scenic loveliness for which
Ireland, even in the month of Dsecember, is
remarkable. Aer one looks westward this
maw wet afternoon of the 23rd of December,
inthe year of grace, 186—, on which the
readers’ attentlon is directed to the plaoe,
the knotty, stinted timber and scanty planta-
tlons encircling Ballycreggan Houee, as tue
landlord’s residence was called, break the view
of thehardly more invitlng country boyond;
