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- THE PLENARY COUNCIL.

—

APPROACHING SESSION OF THE CLER@Y
OF TIIE CATHOLIC CRHOURCH OF
AMERICA.

BartiMoxy, Oct. 29.—The time appointed
for the holding of the I'lenary Council of the
clergy of the Catholic Church in America is
drawing nigh. Fvery arrangement has been
made toward making .he visiting clergy
comfartable during their stay in this city.
The growth of the Church in this country
will, on account of the great number of that
faith now citizens, invest the deliberutions
of the bady with a great degree of interest.
This council will bo the most noteworthy as-
semblage of prelates ever held outside the
city of Rome. On May 9, 1852, Archbishop
Kenrick presided over the first Plenary Coun-
cil ever held in this country. It was at-
tended by six Archbishops and twenty-six
bishops. The second couneil was held Octo-
ber 7, 1866, at which Archbishop Spalding
presided. This council wus attended by
seven ArchlLishops and thirty-eight Bishops.
Of the Arclhibishops present at that council,
four are dead, namcly: Spalding, Purcell,
Odin, and Blanchet. Two will searcely be
able to attend ou account of age and foeble-
ness, namely: McCloskey and Kenrick.

Of the priests who attewded the
council of 1866 threc will  occupy
prominent positions in  the third, the

coming council, namely: Archbishop Gib-
bons, as apostolic delegate and president ;
Archbiehop Corrigan, of New York, and
Archbishop 1yan, of [Dhiladelphia, The
council will be composed of twelve Arch.
Lishops, representing the following secs : Bul-
timore, Boston, Philadelphia, New York,
Cincinnati, Chicago, St. Lounis, New Or:
leans, San Francisco, Oregon, Santa Ve, and
Milwaukee. In addition to these over seven-
ty bishops will take part in the deliberations.
As is usunl to the Plenary Councils, o num-
ber of theologians will also attend.

The plenary council will be composed of
two branches or houses, corresponding to the
Senate and House of Representatives of tho
Urited States. The Archbishops, Bishops,
and higher dignitaries will form one hounse,
and the theologiane, who will he divided into
congregations, cquivalent to coinmittces of
ten or $welve each in numbér. Each congre-
gation will be presided over by a Bishop, and
will have its secretary. To ecach of these
congregations is reterred some particular
subject or matter which the council is called
to legislate upon. One congregation will
have, for iustauce, for its cousideration the
subject of priests ; another education, an-
other canon law, and so on. The ditlerent
members of the congregation will expross
their views and cast their votes. The secre-
tary will tuke account of the opinion or view
which o majority or the unanimous congre-
gation sustain, making a report of the result,
the reasons for it, and the number sustaining
it, which account ia referred to the other
house, when the Archbishops and Bishops
in their turn consider, discuss and voto upon
it, approving it entirely, rejecting it or ac-
cepting it with some modification as the case
may be, Fiually theaction of the council is
returned to liome, when the questions arc
again copsidered by the congregations of Car-
dinals and cminent theologiuns. Their action
is made known to the Pope, whose approval
makes it a tinality. The {)rocecdings of the
plenary council a8 thus finally aflirmed or mo-
ditied Ly the highest legisintive body of the
Church are printed aud sent to each Bishop,
ete,, who was a member of the plenary coun-
cil, for his guidance in the exccution of his
office.

A new organ, the finest in the city, costing
810,000, has been erected in the cathedra
and will be the leading musical instrument
in use during the solemn services of the
Plenary Council. The choir will be composed
of eighty voices, sclected from the ditferent
Catholic churches of this city, and will be
under the leadership of Profeasor Gratl,  The
pieces will be those of Palestrina, who is
kuown as the inventor of the tonal system,
prior to whose time church music cousisted
exclusively of chants. Awmong the picees to
Le performed will be his celebrated ¢ Missa
Prpoe Marcelli,” snd at the offertory at the
mass the beautiful ¢ O Beuta Trinitas.” The
following edict lias been aflixed to the doors
of the cathedral : ** A happy and suspicious
event, which we pray may lead to the gaod
of religion and of the Catholic common-
wealtl, The third Plenary Council of Balti-
more, preclaimed and convoked by decree
duly issued, sanctioned and promulgated by
Most Rev. James Gibbous, Archbishop of
Baltimore and delegate apostolic, will be
opened and held with all due selemnity, God
willing, on the feast of the patronsge of the
Bleassed Virgin Mary, on the {ifth day before
the ides of November, under the protection of
the Virgin Mother of God, in the Metropol-
itan Church of Baltimore.

The subject which is regarded by the Catho-
lic clergy as the chicf and most importaut
one that will come before the Plenary Coun-
cil is the extension of the canon law to the
administration of the church in this country,
and especially in regard to the relations of
the lishops to their clergy. It is thought
that the need of action upon this subject was
perhups the chief influence in moving the
Pupal. authority to convene the council,
Under canon law, pastors would become, in
the full legal sense, parish priests, possessing
more prominence of position and powers
within the bounds of their parishes than do
pastors where the church retains o mission.
ary charactor, ss it does in this country.
'The consideration of this subject’is urged by
the great body of the priesthood, and is un-
derstood to have the . sunction of the highest
authority, and will no doub$ be profoundly
deliberated upon.’
