Qce of them is & repulsive
and indecent woman, but one was a woman
whose face showed that she was not of the
coarsest kind and she appeared %o be rather
clean, The 6lth of the room in which they
were kepb, deacribed in the unly language that
can be decently used, was simply horrible, and
she odor arising from it was sickening. They
aro kept confined in the place constantly and, if
they were not insane, their surcoundings would
certaioly make them s0."”
