it is not likely that, unarmed as Murray was on the
occasion, he would attack thirty Orangemen. And
it is well known that Orangemen, generally, when
they go out for party purposes, carry weapons of
some kind, daggers or koives; and these, in many
cases, have been tried on ¢ Papist’ ribs aund sides,
There was snother motive o restrain Murray from
any row on the night he got the wounds. Death,
nearly in all cases, subdues the strongest feeling, ex-
cept that of sorrow, which melts the heart. Murray
saw before bim the dead body of his mother, and it
would be to cunjecture sumething inhumrn—some-
thing not natural—if one could suppose him capable,
snder such circumstaunces, of joining in any riotons
demongtration. 1le speaks of his mother in feeling
terms, and complaing that he was obliged to leave
the country aud go to Euglaad to seck employment in
consequience of the opposition he received at home
from the Oraogemen. At one of the late magisterial
iuvestigations into thia extremely painful affuir, be-
tore William Moare Miller, Esq., the resident mugis-
tate of the district. Evans deposed, as 1 have been
informed, that he canglt Marks in the act of stabbing
Murray. Another witness—sn Orangeman—is re-
ported tu have stuted that Murrny was the actual ag-
gressor, Lhnt he jumped iu among the crowd of
Urangemen, saying—* Hell to your souls, boys, I am
now at home—what can you do to me?” and that
he drew 4 knife aud stabbed Marks. I state this for
the purpose ehowing how utterly improbuble it is
ihat oue man, armed or unarmed, would attempt to
agsail thirty men who belung to a party who gener-
ally are not without arms when a party purpose is to
be served.

It is undoubted
that no rate of interest would be so remunerative as
that which the soil would return, yet they dread in-
creasing the rents by their own improvementa.— Ha-
lerford News.

More Evicrions 1N DoxrGan.—At the Quarter
Sessions held at Letterkenny, before Jonathan Henn,
Feq., Assistant Barrister, on Saturday, the 23rd ult.,
the vile spirit of extermination manifested itself in
gome of its moet cruel charncteristics.

There,
also, made its appearance the deep, uusubdued feel-
ing of antagonism bhetween Suxon and Celt, which
has been smouldering in the heart of Ireland for cen-
turies. Fenwick against Boyle, Sweeny, or Gal-
lagher, and Leitrim against ("Donnclly ¥rie!, Moug-
ton, or Sheils, gave cvidence that there still exists an
insatiable enmity between the descendants of the
Anglo-Saxon ijnvader and the unfortunate serfs who
inherit all the virtues of their Celtic forefathers,
without the power that made their nume and country
celebrated

Before Norman foot had dared pollute
Our independent shore.

But never mind. .We may be the beginning of the
end ; this poodly system of extermination eannot
Inst always. We give the following particulars—not
that we believe the publicity of their wrongs will be-
ucfit the unfortunate objects of Lord Leitrim's bene-
volent regard, for we believe his lordship is little
troubled by unnecessary feelings of shame or com-
passion, but beeause we consider thatl every jnstance
of tyrunny published at the present critical period
must sow in the hearts of our countrymen some germs
of lhealthy seed, which may, and must, result in a
clorious harvest when the time for reaping really
came3.

Every onc knows the vin-
dictiveness of the Donegal autoerats, and every one
knowa that their tenants are reduced to slavery of
the worst description.— Cor.

Doxrcat.—On Sunday last, the Rev. A. Nixon, of
landlord notoriety, whilst proceeding homewards
from church, in company with Mrs, and Miss Nixon,
in & covered car, was met by three persous jn the
garb of females, one of whom seized the horee by the
bit, whilst another proceeding to the door of the ear
commenced to dance, nnd the third having made his
way towardsthe rear of the vehicle, awaited until the
Rev. Mr. Nixon, sttracted by the fandango-like pranks

The above is what I could glean from
ull those I 1net with who could give any information
rezpecting thia deplarable occurrence. Two causes
aro mentioned 83 having lead to this attempt. The
first, Mr. Nixon's conduct as a landlord, The publie
i3 well aware how the Rev, Mr. Nixon has acted to-
ward3 his teneutry in Gweedore and Cloughaneely
for years past, His exhibition before the Commitiee
of Inguiry into the state of those districts, in London,
during the summer, which brought down npon him
the scathing denunciations of the eatire Liberal Press
of the country, far from deterring bim from proceed-
ing in his courac, on the contrary, stimulated him to
atill more stringent steps. Last week, his bailifl; ae-
cording o imstruction3, went round the tenantry
‘warning' them that uoless they came in and paid 20
per cent of advance on their ol renta, all those re-
fusing to do 80 would be ejected, and large farms
made of their holdings, which would be given to
thoze who now submitted to their landlord's demand.
'This demand nigh drove the vnfortunate tenants
frantic. Some, svoner than face the dire alternative
of ejectment, conseated, and affixed their mark to a
document promising to pay the advance. The ma-
jority held aloof, aud waited with sullen indignation
for the worst. They had scen themselves deprived
of thoaznnds of acres of mountiin eommonage—409
acres of reclaimed hog land, whereon their landlord
fnd erccted & handsome mansion for his dwelling,and
all this without receiviog any remuncration or com-
pensation whatever, the old reat-remaining the same
~snbjected to taxation unheard of, poor rates, pro-
perty tax, sen weed tax, ‘bog mooey, and other gys-
tems of extortion scarcely crediblo. Atter seeing
thomselves reduced from & slate of comparative eom-
fort to the most diro poverty, ia it to be wondered at
the measure of their patience beeame exhansted and
that temptation should drive them to such nn illegal
retribution. Notwithstanding all this I know of no
one who believes any native of these districis had
any connection with the decd-—and tho worst that
{ can bo aaid of them is that sgome at a distance who
were beginning to feel the serew of their own' land-

Wo
state what ig perfecily well known among the pro-
(ussion—what every attorney's elerk in Dublin js
tamiliar with—that there i3 a graduated seale of
prices for certain offices iu the Four Courts. They
are, us they tall vacant, offersd to the highest sud
best bidder : and this scandul flourishes uncliecked.
Now, if the Lord Chancellor sincerely desires the
pure, and honorable, und dignified adininistention of
justice, let him extend the commission of inquiry in-
to ull the offices connected with the lnw courts,”

estate, valued ut £4,000 a-year, has been purchased
by Lord de Freyne, from Thomas Johustone Burton,
Esq., nt £0,000. This cunsideruble uccession ta the
French-park estutes leaves them mow by far the
Inrgest in this country,

favourably, under the enlightoned management and
aflectionate carc of Mr. Durbin. We are in receipt
of advices from that gentlemau, from whicl we learn
that he iz in a position to forward 300 statute adulw
by the first shup, und will probabiy on reecipt of the
next muil from Australic be able to forward 200 more.

One thousand two hundred people, be it
remarked, ready to iy from Nixow's Paradize, and
Hill's Areadix, to an unkunown hind, half round the
world ; one thousnnd two hundred people anxious,
eager, to put the dinmeter of the globe between then
and their beneficent landlords! Good God! what
times we live tn—whatn rule we live under '— Notion.

Car7ars M Brivg.—The expulsion of Irish poor frum
Lnglaud and Seotland goss ou without cessution.
The newspapers do not ehronicle the cases as they
occur, they only give a report now and thes when the
number reaches & hundred or 30, but sesrcely w week
passes by in which some of our poor countrymen or
women are not turned gut of Eagland and Scotland,
azad cast on the quays of some Jrish sea-port. Belinst
seems to be the groat point selected by England fir
the dizeharge of her Irish rubbizh. Terrible are the |
scenes of want and sorrow that ure there secn on the
arrival of the steamers trom the “ sister country.®
We need not ask our countrymen to murk well and
to remember these things, for we koow they do s,
but we wish now to direct their attention t the noble
efforts which are being made by 1 good wan 1w re-
licve the distress of those unhappy victims of Eaglish
hate and wrong. That man is Captain M'Bride, de-
puty barbour-master of Belfast. For yeara we have
been sceing his name in connection with this good
work. For years he bas been taken these poor cast-
oways—punished for no crime but that of being poor
aud being Irish—by the huad und procuring shelter
fur them, furwarding them to other parts of Irelned
where they may have friends or relatives, or when,
a8 it often huppens, they have lived so lony awny
and have toiled su long for Baglish masters that they
aro almost forgotten aud would be strangers in their
nalive parts then enabling them to get buck o their
homes and fumilies in Englund, This humane wod
noble work Crptain MBride, has been dving, reaping
no reward but the blessings of the poor und ths ajp-
proval of his own heart, secking no notoriety, nnd
appealing only to the charitable sbout his own lo-
cality when in want of funds tu cnrry out his chari-
table objecty. Last week, however, a3 will he seen
from the following pithy parngraplt which we take
from one of the Belfust papers, he went iniand a little
to usk tor help :—* Captain M'Bride, Deputy Har-
bour-Master of Beltust, visited Armagh lust week, to
collect funds for relieving paugpers landed at Bellust,
after being deported from Scotland and England ?
Of the result of his mission we are not informed, Kow
why should not Dublin contribute somnething 1o this
fund 7 why should nat every part of Jreland covtri-
phute to it? Tt s indeed, gud, as we have snid belors,
that weshould be requiring these peepetuad relict
funds, but us long «s Bngland vules thiz country,
absords our revenues end mukes our laws) as long as
we remaein without o nuiive governmeat—so long
will vur people be wandersvs and beggars, so lonyg
will there be such appenls for sympathy and charity.
And we must attend to them, for humanity's eake,
aud for our own honour. liet us, then, wuch s we
bave lutely done, do yot more; let us aid the collec-
tion for the relief ot the poor [rizh, deported from
Eaglaud and Scotland, whicl iy being made and ad-
miuistered by o Zentleman swho deserves the grati-
tude snd the public thanks of the whole Irish ruce—
the good snd generous-hearted Captuin M'Lride,—
Nation.

Lusatie Asvyeoms X Inneaxu.—Two blue books
have been published, which comprise the report of
the Commissiosers of Jnguiry into the srate of the
Lunatic Asylums in Ireland, and the evidence upon
whicl that report was founded., The evidence oe-
cupiea nbous 500 pages, and refers minutely to »il
the arrangewents adopted st the variouz institutions
in Treland for the custody of the ingane. Scveral
wedical men were examived in regard to the sanitary
regulntionz adopted.  The eommittee stuie that from
various retarns which they have received it appears
that the nutber of insana poor of Irelund maintiined
at the public cost, or at large, on the latof Junuary,
1867, was 9,286, Variout suggestions are made in
the report to improve the gencral treatment of the
insanie. The commissioners alsn suggest certain wl-
terationg in the Iaw with reference to Innatics un-
der the Liord Chuncellor'a jutisdiction,

Loaxs ux Laxpen Secverty.—Tho Dublin Mercan-
tile Advertiser containsg the fullowing statement:—
“In consequenca of the great abundunce of money,
and the difficulty of finding desicable investments,
loan3 on the security of real cstutes with title from
the Eaocumbered Fatates Court can he had upon
eagier terms than herctofore. Auy amount can be
obteinad, for first charge, at 41 per ceut., and loans
have rocently been contracted upon still lower terms.
There seems to b2 an impreszion that the rate of in-
teress will be permanently reduced. Poseibly this
may occur, but it shauld be remembered thut the dul-
ness of trade hus eansed aconsiderable augmentation
of uvewmployed capital; and that this, with other
causes now aflecting the value of money, may prove
morely temporary."
