1. Full diplomatic privileges will be granted to those staff members of the
Organization and their dependants who qualify under the relevant provisions of
the Agreement. Pursuant to Annex 1, the Netherlands is prepared to extend
diplomatic privileges to personnel with ranks comparable to P-5 and above in
conformity with the regime of the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities
of the Specialized Agencies of 21 November 1947 (United Nations

General Assembly Resolution 179/1I).

2. Other staff members will enjoy:

(a) immunity from legal proceedings of any kind with respect to words
sSpoken or written and all acts performed by them in their official capacity:

(b) ia any event, immunity shall not extend to a civil action by a
third party for damage arising from an accident caused by a motor vehicle
belonging to, driven by or operated on behalf of a staff member or in respect
of a traffic offence involving such a vehicle;

(¢) iamviolability of all their official papers and documents;
