
Coal Output Dawn:  Production of coal in Canada in May was about three per 
cent lower than in the corresponding month last year, a decrease in 
Alberta counterbalancing gains in all other producing provinces. 
Despite the fall in the month, output for the five months ending May 
rose eight per cent over the similar period of 1948. Imports were dawn 
.04 per cent in the month and one per cent in the cumulative period. 

Across Canada:  Southern Ontario's drought continued unbroken with many areas
