(b) Pollution from Industrial Sources. Prograins for the abatement and
control of pollution from industrial sources, including:

to provide levels of treatment or reduction of inputs of substances
and effects consistent with the achievement of the water qualitY
objectives, taking into account the effects of waste from other
sources;
