6. Immigration and Customs Regulations

Each Government will take the ne9essary steps, in accordance withimmigration and customs regulations and subject to such controls as are Mu;ally agreed by the Cooperating Agencies, to facilitate the admission intoterritory of such personnel, with their personal possessions, as may be assigiby the other Governmenit to participate in the cooperative program.
7. Taxes

Each Government shaU, to the extent permitted by its national legislatigrant relief f rom ail taxes or cu.stoms duties on materials and equipmntin~ the construction or operation of the LORAN-Ç Transmitter and MoniControl Stations. In particular, Canada shall grant remission of customs dutjand excise taxes on goods imported specifically for the purpose of th,facilities and of Federal sales and excise taxes on goods purchased in CaniSwhich are or are to become the property of the United States and are tused in the construction, maintenance or operation of these facilities.
