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PART Il

ARTICLE 2

1. Each State Party to the present Covenant undertakes to respect and to ensure
to ai! individuals within its territory and subject to itsjurisdiction the rights recognized
in the present Covenant, without distinction of any kind, such as race, colour, se",
language, religion, politicai or other opinion, national or social origin, property, birth
or other status.

2. Where not aiready provided for by existing legisiative or other measures, each
State Party to the present Covenant undertakes to take the necessary steps, il'
accordance with its constitutional processes and with the provisions of the preseltt
Covenant, to adopt such legisiative or other measures as may be necessary to give effect
to the rights recognized in the present Covenant.

3. Each State Party to the present Covenant undertakes:

(a) To ensure that any person whose rights or freedoms as herein recognized
are violated shall have an effective remedy, notwithstanding that the violatiOti
has been committed by persons acting in an officiai capacity;

(b) To ensure that any person claiming such a remedy shail have his right theretO
determined by competent judicial, administrative or legislative authorities,
or by any other competent authority provided for by the legal systemn ofthe
State, and to develop the possibilities of judicial remedy;

(c) To ensure that the competent authorities shail enforce such remedies whefl
granted.

ARTICLE 3

The States Parties to the present Covenant undertake to ensure the equal right Of
men and women to the enjoyment of ail civil and political rights set forth in the preScett
Covenant.

ARTICLE 4

1. In time of public emergency which threatens the life of the nation and the
existence of which is officially proclaimed, the States Parties to the present Covetiatit
may take measures derogating from their obligations under the present CovenanlttO
the extent strictly required by the exigencies of the situation, provided that SWC
measures are not inconsistent with their other obligations under international 13'
and do not involve discrimination soleiy on the ground of race, colour, sex, languAge'
religion or social origin.

2. No derogation from articles 6, 7, 8 (paragraphs 1 and 2), il, 15, 16 and 18 111,Y
be made under this provision.

3. Any State Party to the preserit Covenant availing itself of the right o
derogation shail rimediately inform the other States Parties to the present CoveIat'
through the intermediary of the Secretary-Generai of the United Nations, of the
provisions from which it has derogated and of the reasons by which it was actuated. A
