Other Agreemients

The NATO Status of Forces Agreement shahl apply to activities of the
Parties under this Agreement.

ARTICLE X

Settlement of Dispute.%

Any disputes or disagreement regarding the înterpretation or
application of this Agreement sha be resolved only by consultations between
dme Parties and shall fot be referred to any third party or international tribunal
for settlement.

ARTICLE Xi

Final Clauses

t. Ibis Agreement shail enter into force on the date of the last note of an
exchange of diplomatie notes ini which the Parties notify each other of the
completion of their internai procedures necessary for the entry into force of this
Agreement. Upon entry into force, this Agreemnent shall supersede the
Agreement between the Parties concerning the establishment of an integrated
Canada-United States line of communication to Europe, effected by exchange of
notes of May 22, 1979, and June 8, 1979, and entered into force June 8, 1979.
Any arrangements concluded under that 1979 Agreement shail remain in effect
under this Agreement~ unless specifically terminated, modified, or superseded.

2. Each Party may temporarily suspend the application of this Agreement
by giving three months' notice to the other Party' through diplomatie channels of
its intention to suspend the Agreement. Such Party' ma>' reinstitute the
application of this Agreement b>' notifying the other Party', through diplomatie
channels, of its intention to lift its suspension of the Agreement, and the date on
which the suspension will be lifted.

3. Each Part>' may terminate this Agreement by so notifying the other
Part>' through diplomatic channels, giving three months' notice.
