The Governnment has under azctive consideration the
eppropriate steps tc be tzken in the circumstances. Ueonvhile,
Sergeant Denko end Corporal Vanier have been recalled to Ceanade
and have now left- Czechoslovaklia. Their perscnel reports will
be made immediately they arrive,
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
