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ture, these cattie were re]eased, and the
evil day was put off again. Canadian cattie
\vere again detained lu June, 1884. On the
16th of June in that year, the steamship
'Mississippi' arrived at Liverpool witb a
cargo of Canauian cattie. It appears that
tweuty-four btcasts died on the voyage, and
that tbe consignees slaugbtered four of the
remainder on arrivai, as tbey showed siguis
of fatigue. The Privy Council inspeE'tor
however, regarded the four animais as freei
from disease. On the 13tb of Novemnber,
1890, the ' Linda ' arrived. at Newcastle witb
a cargo of Canadian cattie whicb upon land-
ing wvere detaiuied by the Privy Councl
inspector on account of suspicions symp-
toms showu by somne of them. The cattie
were reieased on the following day. Lt ap-
pears that the ' Linda'1 had au exceptionally
rough passage, and tliat neariy 400 of the
animais had been lost an the voyage. The
rest of the cattie arrived lu very bad con-
dition. Every member of this House 'who
knows anything about the cattie business
will realize the expense and inconvenience
resulting fromn the detention of several
hundreds of cattie iii the yards until tbese
gentlemen had time ta inspect them. Again,
in December, 1890, the 'Coranu' discharged
a cargo of Canadian cattie, -ývbieh were de-
tained by the Privy Council inspectar on
account of susp)icions symptomns presented
by a dairy cow. The cow% was slaughtered
and the lungs were sent to London on the
saine day. Thiey w ere found to be affected
witb tuberdulosis, and the cattie ivere re-
leased ou the 7th of Deceînbei. On the 24th
of May, 1891, the ' Laite Huron ' discbarged
a cargo of Canadian cattie wbich were de-
tained by the Privy Council inspectar on
accounit of the condition of one of the ani-
mais. This was slaughtered, and the lungs
were sent to London. Upon examination
they were found to be fiee fromn pieuro-
pueumnonia. It appears that the animal in
question had been snffering from-an old at-
tack of tuberculosis wbiclb haýd become in-
cysted, tbat it had contracted branchial
catarrh and bail alsa developed fever. The
evil day wvas ave.rted, largely tbrough the
activity of the High Commissioner, Sir
Charles lupper, and the veterinary officers
of the Dominion, the chief inspector being
iu constant correspondence witb the officiais
of the Depnrtment of Agriculture at Lendoni,
betweeu whomn mutual confidence w-as estab-
lisheýd. However, fle reported discovery by
a local inspector at Dundee, of a suspicions
case of contagious pleuro-pneumonia in a
cow which was one of a cargo of cattie
landed at Dundee ou the 2Oth of September,
1892, on the ss. ' Ionkseaton,' and sold on
October 6th, aiong witb anotber cargo of
685, also from Montreal on the ss. 'Huron',
wbich landeýd on the 5tb. The animal ivas
ordered to be killed and the lnngs sent to
London, wbere tbey w ere examinied by
Professor Brown. A. Cape and the late Mr.
Diiguid, who pronouniced it to be affected
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by contagious pieuro-pneumonia. Notwith-
standing tlie strenuons efforts of the High
Commissioner at London, and the officiais
in Canada, the Animais' Order of 1892, by
the Board of Agriculture was pas-sed, and
went into force on the 21st of November,
1892. The~ government of the day in Can-
ada at once ordered a most thorougb searcb
and investigation to be made ta determine
if contagious pieuro-pneumonia existed lu
Canada. Another meeting of the cattie men
wvas heid in Toronto and was attended by
ail the cattie men lu the country that we
couid reach. Lt was presided over by ex-
Aldermen Frankland, who was a large ex-
porter of cattie. The meeting decided ta
assist the government in iuvestig-ating whe-
ther there was any dîsease ln the country,
and the foliowing circular w-as sent ont to
ail the veterinary suvgeons ln the Domninion
of Canada:

in consaquence of the action of 'the Veterin-
ary Department of thje Imperiai Privy Couneil
in ardering the slaughter of the cargoas of
cattie on ýss. ' Monksaton 1 and as. -'Hurana'
on suspicion of pleuro-pnenmonia, and in corn-
pliance with your instructions -of 25th and 28th
otober, I have had a mast searching and

thorough investigation instituted. I have now
received the reports from ail the veterinary
surgeons empioyed ta make a farm ta farm
visit of inspection in ail the districts whene
the cattie forming the cargoes of these steaým-
ers came, extending from Brandon in Manitoba
ta Stansteaid in the easýtern townships af Que-
bec.

I bave bere a certiticate fnrnished by
Proftessor McEachren at that time bo the
goverument, wýhich speaks for itself

I have made a thorough examination of ail
the cattle lu Canada from the Atlantic ta the
Pacific acean, and have nat been able to dis-
caver a single case af :pieura-pnauýmonla that
has ever existed in Canada nor does it exist at
the present time among Canadian cattie. The
action of the placing of an embargo on Can-
adian cattie by British goverument Is certainly
not justified on the grounýds of disease, and it
ought, in justice ta ithis country be removed
immediately.

I think it is established beyond donbt
that there is no sucli disease in this canai-
try. The wbole country was snrprised ta
hear that eveni a suspicion of diseuse sbould
c-xisi, and ail w-ere equally deterinied ta
verify the alieg-atian thiat there wvas auY
disease. With ibis abject lu view one of
the largest and most representative meetings
0f cattie dealers and exportera ever held la
Canada 'was convelied at the Bull's Head
Hlotel, Toronto, immediately after the arri-
vai of Dr. McEachiren lu that city, and at
tijat meeting the fallowing resolution was
unanimansiy passed:

Resoived, that, ln our opinion, no contagions
pleuro-pneumonia e'xists in Canada, and that
we presen-t at this meeting do undertake to
assist the goverumnent officiais in every way in
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
