That ail the words after the word "that" be struck out, and that the
following be substituted therefore:

'this House declines to give second reading to Bill C-47 because it
fails t0 limit the salary increases contained therein to the restraint
limits proposed by the governiment, namely that executive and
professional salaries should flot he increased by more than 12 fier
cent or $2,400 per year, whichever is the lester."

As I say, I shall move that amendment at the end of my
speech tonight, but I arn sending a copy to you now, Mr.
Speaker, so that you can look it over during the dinner
hour, so that hon. members opposite can decide that this is
the tirne to vote for their government's restraint proposais,
and so that the Leader of the Opposition (Mr. Stanfield)
can give it his best thought as weil.
