is unprecedented in this country and, indeed, i almost
any reasonable democracy.

I oeil upon the government, as do these petitioners, to
withdraw the goods and services tax i its entirety and, if
it is unwilling to do that, at least to amend it to excise
these very odious and offensive provisions.
