CUSTOMS TARIFF ÂMENDMENT BILL

FIRST READING

Bill 4, an Act te amu und the ('ustouns Tariff.
-Hon. Mr. RoLertson.

SECOND READING

Han. G. D. ROBERTSON uîovod the
second reading of the Bill.

Ho said: HonauraLle senatars, in maving
the second rcading of this Bill, mav, 1 mnake
a Lriif statoînent conccning its intent? I
presuine the Sonate xviii not care ta discuss
il at great Iength at this time.

This prapased legisialion lus Leen intro-
duced by the Governuient Lecause of its de-
sire Io extend protection ta Canadian industry,
partieîîiarly wîth a viow ta ereating employ-
ment for Canaîlian worknaen at this time,
when manv of our peoplo are in need of work.
It is tLought that if the millions af dollars'
worth of maobinery andl equipînent that are
standing 1dle at presont coulut Le put into use
uhere would Le an accoieratian of industrial
activities, and the Gaveroment considers that
efforts sbauld be made ta this end. The Gav-
ernment, thoreo re, has submitteci ta Parlia-
ment a mnmLer af praposed changes in this
tariff. These have Leen approved in aaatb2r
place and arc noxv bel are this House for con-
sîderatian and appraval. The Cox'ernment,
wishes ta make possible the opening- of fac-
tories naw closed, and thoreby ta hclp in the
creation of wark for many af aur unemplayed.

Campetent and reliable opinion as expressed
in another place is ta the effect that in a few
months, if the proposais emnbodied. in this
measure are adopted, there prabably will be
at least 25,000 workmen added ta the staffs
of Canadian factories. Lt is highly desirable
in the present eircumstances ta bring abaut
suîch a resuit.

It is not intended that the presont tariff re-
vision shauld Le considered as by any means
complote or conclusive, for it is expected that
further changes will Le subnaitted ta Pachia-
ment at the next reguilar session. The Bill
now beo re us affects certain basic industries
ixhicla it was fait shauld. be dealt with at this
spciai session; and it ivas partly for the pur-
pose of amending tho tariff in respect of theso
industries that this session was callod.
