For 
practical purpc es'you know that any submultiple 
of an angle can be determined quite readily to a 
very high degree of accuracy by using properties 
of the traight line and circle alone, but in 
theoretical mathematics we know that such problems 
as the duplication of the cube and the trisection 
of an angle cannot, in general, be effected by 
line and circle. Angles of certain degree can be 
trisected by ruly and compass, but, mathematicians 
hold that you cannot trisect an angle of any 
magnitude by usin properties of the line and 
circle alone »
