Meantime, in answer to the call aof
the government, a large number of
fresh recruits have voluntarily joined
the British army. Eagerness to en-
list has grown markedly since British
‘troops have actually engaged the ene-
my. During last week, in London
alone, the number of recruits averag-
ed nearly 4000 daily, and on Monday
Iast the number exceeded four thou-
sand -eight hundred.
