Controllers of Toronto's Police.

Toronto's police force, aceording to|.
the municipal hand book for 1918, has:
a strength of 574, which is lower than
before the war. Its destinies are pre-
sided over by thre commissioners—
the mayor, Judge Winchester and
Police Magistrate Denison, who have
almost absolute powers as far as the
conduct of the force is concerned, and
have besides in their hands the ex-
penditure of about a.mi.dion dollars
a year,

Mayor Church, the chairman of the
board of police commissioners, was
born in Toronto and was first elected
to the city council-in’ 1905, where he
has sat ever since. He holds tne
chairmanship by virtue @f his position
of mayor,
