WITH THE PUGILISTS.

Frank Siavin Saild te be Lest in Chilikoot
Pass.

San Francisco, Aug. 23.—A letter from
the head of Lake Bennett states that
Frank Slavin, the big pugilist, is lost In
the wilds of the Northwest. 'On Aug. §
Slavin started back alone ‘from the lake
toward the summit of Chilikoot pass to find
a number of articles lost from his pack.
Up to Aug. 9, the date of the letter, no-
tking had Pe(-n heard from him, and grave
Tears for his safety were entertained. Sla-
vin has had an eventful career as a pugil-
ist. It is less than ten years ago that he
was able to earn purses of $5000 in a night
‘with his fist. He was hailed as a coming
champion. He rapidly deteriorated during
the last two or three years, and was beat-
en by every third-rater against whom he
was matched. The last heard of him frome
the West was that he had started for Klon-
dike to recoup his shattered fortunes. Sia-
vin made his pugilistic debut as far back
as 1885, when he defeated all comers in
his native land, Australia. He sailed fo
England in 1888, and after some easily-won
victories over minor lights of the squared
circle, he sprang into sudden notoriety by
fighting' a draw with Jem Smith, then ﬁn -
lish champion, at Bruges, Bel, fum. Slavin
Wwa§ soon recognized as the true English
champion. The sporting nobility made
much of him. He defeated Joe McAuliffe
of S8an Francisco in 1888 in one and one-
half rounds before the Ormonde Club for
o purse of $5000. Then he sailed for Amer-
ica to chgllenge John L. Sullivan.® He
never fought the champion, but June 17,
1891, he knocked out Jake Kilrain before
the Granite Athletic Club .of Hoboken. In
En%and his fate led him against Peter
Jackson, and the big -black man beat him
in ten rounds before the National Sport-
ing Club. Jim Hall beat him in 1893. His
last victory in London was over Frank
Cralg of Harlem.

SHARKEY AND MAHER.

New York, Aug. 23.—Tom Sharkey, the’
sailor boxer, who has escaped without a
decision against him, although pitted
against the champions, arrived yesterday
afternoon from Iretand, where he has been
on a visit. Sharkey brought with him a
yovnger brother, of whom he expects great
things.

JIMMIE MICHAEL ARRIVES.

Jimmy Michael, the midget cyclist, and
his team of 11 pacers and Lg:une{'s, arrived
yesterday on the steamer Corona. He
vrought six machines with him—a sextette,
two triplets, two quads and a tandem. His
manager, -Shater, will arrive to-night from
Bumaio with Fred Loughead. Mlcfxnel willd
work at the Is]n.nd this morning and after-
hoon and on Wednesday befoie the rate.,

He is hardly more than a red-faced
youngster, and he weighs 103 pounds, yel
this Jimmie Michael can ride a bicycle
with the swiftness of the wind. He has in
his wel]l-trained muscles more power in
proportion than a steam engine.

N v knows exactly the number of foot
pounds ‘which - this little giant of blc'ycle-
«dom applies to -his: racing wheel. That
would be a matter of almost endless cal-
culation. - Allowance must be made for the
length of the crank, the distance of the
pedal from the axle and the grade of the
gear. Jimmie Michael, in making the phe-
nomenal run at Charles River track; used
a4 achine geared to 112. The front
sprocket wheel secems out of all propertion
to the machine. It has 32 teeth, while the
rear sproeket has eight teefh.  This high-
geared wheel is no easy thing to set In
motion. It is like riding your bicycle up
a steep hill on a sandy road. When once
Michael has this’ machine going, however,
friction and resistance are s>t at naught.
His legs are like piston rods. He %ms
the limbs of a trained athlete. He never
seems to tire, and his endurance has never
been known to fail.

The gecret of Michael’s success is not in
bigh-geared wheels, however, but in care-
iul and consistent training. There have
been those who have equaled him in short
bursts of .speed, yet as a long distance
rider he is without a peer, When others
pedal with laggard' feet and droop over
the handlebars, Jimmie appears to be as
vigorous as he was in the beginning ot
the race. In the six years in which he hi-
been before the public—and .he iS5 only 20
years old—he has made racing his busi-
ness. He has permitted nothing to inter-
fere with it. ~ He arises early and goes to
bed early. He does not gmoke or drink.
His diet is simple, and -his life is like that
of a Spartan. Here is an example of his
manner of life at Charles River track:

“I get up in the morning,” he said the
other day, ‘“between 7 and 8 o'clock. ?
breakfast on mutton chops, fruit and tea.
I.then take a good road ride, longer or
shorter as my weight goes up or down.
I ‘dine at 1 o'clock in the afternoon. I
have roast beef or mutton, toast, tea and
finit. I never eat pastry. For supper my
bill of fare is practically the same thing.

ride ten or 15 niilés at a good speed. I
have no time to go around in the evenings.
I don’t go to afternoon teas, and 1 have
no time. for society. I don’t smoke. I
don’t drink. I take a glasgs of ale with
my meals occasionally. I sleep about nine
hours a day.”

tentatious as is his manner of life. He is
a good-natured, vigorous, healthy boy. The
world and the evil thereof are sealed books
to him.
