Policy for 81000 Before 

They Leave.
The sub-committee appointed by the Citi­

zens’ Committee on Saturday evening to In­
sure the lives of the Toronto contingent 
going to SoKh "Africa met yesterday. It 
was decided toj/lace nearly all the Insur­
ance with the f/ntarlo Mutual Life Assur­
ance Company' at regular rates—no extra 
charge for war risk being asked by this 
company.

The offer of the' Imperial Life Assurance 
Company was also accepted to Insure ten 
lives of the contingent going to South Af­
rica for $1000 éiich at regular rates, without 
any extra war charge. The extra war rate 
Is $50 on each $1000 insurance, which is 
equivalent to the 10 guineas demanded by 
the British companies on soldiers going 
irom Great Britain to the sent of war.

In the case of the Imperial Life Assur­
ance Company, It Is the intention of the 
executive officers to pay to the company 
the amount of the extra war rate out of 
their own pockets.

Medical examinations are now proceed­
ing, and It Is expected every man will be 
accepted beSYe leaving Toronto.

Citizens desiring to contribute to this 
fund jBhould send their donations to Mr. R. 
T. Coady, treasurer of the fund, or to Mr.
