Thoroly earnest was the discourse of
Rev. J. E. Starr at Bathurst-street
Methodist Church last night. His topic
was, “The Attitude of the People on
the Gamey-Stratton Case.” The key-
note of the evening was struck when
the congregation sang with deep emo-
tion the concluding hymn, *“God Save
Our Native Land.”

Had there not been diseased condi=
tions in the body politic of Ontario,
said the pastor, there would never have
been thrown to the surface such a
putrid mass of evidence as had been
revealed in this case. As soon as the
charges were made the attitudes adopt-
ed were according to party interssts.
’l‘he wrong to the state was iost sight
of. One would have imagined that the
‘w”].isu-x's of the Crown would have
desired to get at the truth, but they
merely became a defence. It was
“Hurrah for Gamey!" or “Hurrah for
Stratton!” Mere partizanship cut the
throdt of good citizenship.

There was no excuse for this atti-
tude. Not in twenty years had there
been a moral issue between the parties.
Since Sir Oliver Mowat's promise of
prohibitory legislation it had been
merely a question of “Ins” and “Outs.”
The speaker would suggest a much
less expensive method of legislation.
He would substitute the representa~
tives by automatons, which could be
fixed by Kdison so that they could
rise and speak,” “Yea” or “Nay.”
