Racquet Club on the team winning 
the club championship of Canada In 
the last lnter-club "match held before 
the war; and in that year he was the 
runner-up to the late Gordon Soutbam 
for the individual championship of 
Canada.

King continued, "all our other industries 
will thrive; all our Interests, whether of 
agriculture, manufacture, commerce or 
tinnsjiortation. Any revision of the tariff 
which falls to keep all these interests 
steadily in view would not be in the 
national Interest. It is obvious, how­
ever, that much can be done thru tariff 
revision by way of reducing the high 
cost of living, which will prove to the 
benefit of one and all; and foremost In 
this connection Is any well-considered 
step which will increase the eu.pp.iy of 
food to dwellers In towns and country 
alike.”

Such expedients as boards ot com­
merce were merest pretense of an en­
deavor to regulate prices in a manner 
which would benefit consumers gener­
ally, Mr. King declared, however useful 
investigating bodies of that kind might 
prove in helping to check Individual 
abuses here and there.

A toll of ten 
deaths has been taken by influenza 
and pneumonia since yesterday, furn­
ishing evidence that the epidemic 
which Is sweeping the city Is growing 
more virulent. The hope of Dr. Rob­
erts, medical health officer, that the 
decline in the number of cases on 
Tuesday hinted of an early break-up 
of the scourge, was upset by the re­
porting of 141 new cases yesterday, 
bringing the total since the beginning 
of the outbreak up to 980.

Tho the Influenza is not of so se­
vere a type as that of a year ago, 
the percentage of pneumonia cases is 
just as high, It was declared, this 
morning. At Scott Park Hospital, 
many serious cases of pneumonia are 
being treated. New equipment is be­
ing installed as rapidly as possible. 
By tomorrow the hospital will have a 
capacity of 200 beds^
