Several months ago the executive of
the local Red Cross Society decided that
it would be wise to make some arrange-
ment by which a“definite income 'could
be secured for Red Cross purposes during
the continuance of the war. A house-to-
house campaign was ‘discusséd, but fin-
ally, after due deliberation and many
conferenoes, it was decided by the so-
ciety, in which decision the finance
board, composed of Messrs. W. E. Foster,
T. H, Estabrooks, A. C. Skelton, Arthur
T. Thorne and R. O’Brien, endorsed the
plan to abandon this in favor of a more|
limited campaign. The decision of the
Red Cross Society to raise a fund by
local subscription was made public at the
time through the local press, but owing
to the absence from the city of many

+ energetic workers, it seemed wise not to
‘ put the plan into operation until the
- middle of September.

A: list of those from whom the can-

: vassers: will solicit has been carefully
prepared by the finance board and the
scheme is to ask each one to contribute
monthly during next year the sum of $2
- for Red Cross work.. This is not a large
sum and amounts to but $24 a year. It
- may be paid in monthly instalments, in
a lump sum, or in whatever way it best
- suits the convenience of the donor. It is
not intended that this income will sup-
ply the entire needs of the Red Cross
organization, which is purely a volun-
tary society, giving aid to sick and
- wounded, irrespective of nationality, dur-
. 'ing a time of war. |
In ‘Saint John the local -branch is
wholly the gift of the people. The
“building in whieh it is housed is a gift
‘from the Bank of British North Am-
erica, the electric light, coal and tele-
. phone are donations, the service of all
connected with the running of the so-
ciety are purely voluntary. There is one
exception, a stenographer and book-keep-
er whose modest salary covers her ex-
penses. Mrs. Cosman, who is a trained
business woman, doing work at the
‘rooms that would command a large sal-
ary, is paid 86 a week. It is only fair
to say that she offered her services, but
after a while, as the work grew, the de-
mands upon her time increased and ‘the
. Red Cross members realized that 'she
was and is an asset whose value in for-
{ warding the work of the branch can
‘. ‘mever be computed in dollars and cents.

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none of the officers are paid. It seems
unnecessary to make these statements,
but not infrequently those in charge of
the rooms are asked questions relative
to salaries There are practically none.
The branch is managed by. an executive.
It has a president, Mrs. John McAvity;
a secretary, Miss Alice K. Walker, and
a treasurer, A. C. Skelton, manager of
the Bank of British North America.
The money donated to the Red Cross
in St. John is used for the purchase of
materials, of yarn, and of such hospital
supplies as cannot be made. Money sent
ta the Red Cross for a special purpose,
known as “designated money,” is ap-
plied to whatever purpose the sender
wishes. It goes eéither directly to the
hospital for which it is intended, to the
physician or -nurse specified, or is sent
wherever it can be expended to the
greatest advantage, if intended for pur-
chasing ‘purposes. There are a certain

;| few:things needed in hospitals that either

cannot be obtained in Saint John, or that
can be obtained more advantageously in
England. “Those things are left to the
discretion. of the physician. .

During the year that the local Red
Cross has been in operation, from Aug-
ust 18, "1014, to July 81, 1915, the total
cash received amounted to $9,296.88, and
of this amount $7,090.92 was spent. Of
the entire sum $1,211.85 was designated
money and was used for surgical sup-
plies and for especial-hospitals. The bulk
of the money was spent in St. John for
materials, yarn and other supplies, which
were made up and shipped to England.
When it is remembered that nearly 50,-
000 articles were sent forward to hos-
pitals, an idea of the use to which the
money is put can be formed. This
money does not include the splendid do-
nation of $758.50 sent through the Red
Cross for the Serbian relief, nor were
anyof the things in the fifteen boxes of
supgdies from this source.

o further the work there are two
departments—a knitting or yarn depart-
ment and a needlework department. In
the yarn department, which is under the
chnﬁlof Mrs. E. H. Robinson, there are
500 tters, who are supplied with yarn
which is purchased in ‘St. John; there
are working in the needlework depart-
ment, under the convenorship of Mrs. F.
S. White, 115 circles, using = monthly
hundreds of. yards of flannel, cotton and
other material for supplies for the hos-
pitals, all of which is purchased in the
city. The goods are packed and ship-
ped in boxes made in the city. These
facts are stated to show that Red Cross
money serves a double purpose. The
bulk of it is spent at home, it simply is
turned over and in the turning supplies
the hospitals abroad and the trade at
home. It may be of interest in this con-
nection to know that the Canadian Red
Cross Society, of which the local society
is a part, possesses one feature which
distinguishes it from all other Red
Cross organizations. It is a regular part
of the machinery of the state. It is in-
corporated by act of parliament, 1909,
and its officials are bound under severe

nalties to make an annual report to the
Dominion Minister of Militia. This
gives an added guarantee to the public
that the funds it contributes are effi-
clently  and conscientiously administered.

With the prolongation of the war the
needs of the Red Cross steadily increase.
Under the most favorable conditions the
life of equipment in casualty hospitals
is but a brief one. In war timeés and
under the stress and strain of such ter-
rible warfare it has no life at all, Every-
thing is needed all the time. For this
reason the local branch is asking for a
definite income, apart from the generous
support of a sympathetic people. With a

| regular income those in charge will never

need to hesitate' when help is asked.

| Halifax, Vancouver, Montreal and sev-

eral other cities have adopted this plan
and find it satisfactory to the people and
to the organization. With an idea before
the people of how and where.the money
is spent there surely will be no difficulty
in securing for the local Red Cross an in-

|come that will keep it always on a work-

ing basis. It is a privilege to help the
sick and wounded, to supply them with
any necessity, with any comfort. They
have stood between us and death; and

| many are leaving the hospitals and re-

turning to the battle front.  Many are
sorely "stricken and life for them will
never again be the same. While it is
possible let a great-hearted, grateful
public express in generous terms the
gratitude it feels toward these men. The
doctors and the nurses, the orderlies and
stretcher-bearers must be upheld and
strengthened, and it is ours to do it, re-
membering that “we are no, longer names
but one desire,” and that to help.

Judge Barry Decides Against Plain-
tiff in Opinion Recorded Teday

In supreme court chambers this morn-
ing, in the case of Samuel Gregory
vs. Frank E. Williams et al, Judge Bar-
ry gave judgment in favor of the de-
fendants. The facts of the case are as
follows: :

The plaintiff ‘and the defendants, an
unincotrporated co-partnership,
doing business under. the firm name and
style of “Fundy Fox Co.”, in May, 1918,
entered into a contract,. whereby the
plaintiff agreed to .give his entire time
and services to the defendants for, one
' year, from May 7,°1918. The plaintiff’s
remuneration was.fixed by the contract
at $2,000, payable in monthly instal-
ments of $166.66° each, together with a
comrhission of 10 per cent of the net
profits of the business.he might do for
the defendants within. the territory de-
signated in the contract.

‘The plaintiff worked for the company
until December 15, 1918, when he was
dismissed by the company; the reason
given for his dismissal being failure to
carry out the instructions of his em-
ployers. For the first six months of his
services, that is up to November 7, the
plaintif was paid. In February, 1914,
he brought an action against the defend-
ants for wages due him for the remaining
months of the period embraced in .the
contract.

At the trial which took place before
Judge Barry without a jury, it was
found that the plaintiff’s dismissal was
unjustifiable; it was also decided that
in point of law, by bringing the action

sequence of the alleged non-performance
of the defendants.

In his judgment this morning Judge
Barry- held that a party has the option
to choose one or the other of two incon-
sistent things; once he has made his
election it cannot be retracted. By his
former action the plaintiff treated the
contract as rescinded; in his second ac-
tion lie treats it as continuing. He cannot
pursue both these courses. “In my opin-
fon the present action is not maintain-
able and, accordingly, an order will bei
made staying it. The plaintiff must pay |
the costs of the application.”

An appeal will be made. Hon. J. B.
M. Baxter, K. C., represented the plain-

COMMISSONER POTTS
WRITES OF STREET RALWAY
D Y MATTER

Editor Times:

Sir:—In reference to a statement from
F. R. Taylor, vice-president of the St.
John Railway Co., as contained in the
Daily Telegraph of September 9, would
call the public’s attention to the desire
of Mr. Taylor and Mr. Hopper to con-
vey to the public that it is their sole
desire to have no squabbles, but to get
along amieably in their dealings with
the city, also appealing to the public
that it is their desire to give a good ser-
vice with little inconvenience to the pub-
lic, and in each instance attempting to

unjust punishment upon their service.
In reply to some of their remarks and
that the public might fairly understand

. the city’s position, I would briefly refer

to some of the leading questions be-
tween the city and the St. John Railway

FIRST—The St. Jobn Railway Co.

| has great privileges in the City of St.

John through its charter, for little or
nothing as compared with railways in
other cities, Ln

SECOND—It is my firm belief that
the tie-up occasioned solely by the St.
John Railway Co. is for the purpose of
arousing the public against the city to
force them to continue giving the rail-
way concessions they “are not entitled!
to, as they know the public are com-
pelled to walk from Adelaide street to
Douglas avenue, and as they collect their
fares at Indiantown they meet no finan-

‘beial loss, end the public are the only

sufferers. They also count on.the public
as a great asset in forcing-the hands of
the city and the commissioner of public
works. :

Briefly the city’s position is as follows:
In August, 1914, 1 asked the St. John
Railway Co. to raise the intersection at
the corner of Princess and Carmarthen
streets. It was done in the old-fashion-
ed way, shimmed up a permanent in-
tersection was laid by the street de-
partment and the railway tracks have
sunken three inches in the intersection,
spolling the entire work, .

In June of this year we asked that
they raise the intersection at the corner
of Princess and Sydney streets, and put
down a foundation equivalent to the
fsv:;lent we proposed to lay. They re-
use I

courts and abide by its deciston, At
the same time, at the corner of Union
and Waterloo streets, they refused to
come to grade; the tracks were removed
and a tar macadam surface placed
where tracks had . been. ;

It. was then agreed that we would cite
to the courts, for an opinion, the whole
question of grooved rails, raising of
tracks and laying of foundation. This
was done, the courts decided that the
St. John Railway Co, had to change
grades from time to time as ordered by
the public works department, also that
they should put down a foundation of
such a nature that it would be substan-
tial enough for the carrying of railway
trafiic. .

‘When we started work at the intersec-
tion of Douglas avenue and Main street
we asked the railway to conform to the
grade established from the intersection
to Kennedy street. On their northern
rail they came to grade placing founda-
tion underneath as far down as Adelaide
street; there they stopped. The south-
ern rail they’ finished over the intersec-
tion, leaving a rail which is still' expos-
ed to within twelve feet of the new
work I have put down where the tracks
formerly laid; there they stopped.
