sequently he had served two years in the
féderal penitentiary at Atlanta, for
smuggling Italians into the United
States.

A casual remark by Ponzi himself is
said to have given the authorities the
first clue to his past. This related to
the records in-the St. Vincent de Paul
penitentiary at Montreal. Attorney Gen-
eral Allen communicated with the police
in the Canadian city and a week ago re-
ceived a copy of the prison’s record and
photographs of .one Charles Ponzi, alias
Bancipa, who was committed te the pris-
on in Montreal on August 81, 1908, for
forgery. The man then was twenty-six
years of age.

Halifax, N. S, Aug. 12 — Absolute
denial of statements made in a press
despatch from Winnipeg wus made by
