“Lord Strathcona is suffering great prostration with threatening heart failure 
following on short catarrhal illness. His condition gives rise to grave anxiety.

The Canadian Press understands that alarming symptoms manifested them­
selves at an early hour today. Sir Thom as Barlow is in attendance. Lord Strath­
cona has shown increasing feeblesness since the death of his wife.

Montreal, Jan. 17—A special câble t o the Herald says that physical and 
mental depression and a cold that would not yield to ordinary treatment de­
veloped in Lord Strathcona, a strange rapidity of the heart which has become 
worse within the last two hours. The entourage of the high commissioner has 
no doubt that the end is only a matter of a few days, perhaps a few hours.

London, Jam 17—For many years no 

suit has aroused shch widespread in­
terest in the British Isles as the pro­
ceedings opened today in Bow street 
police court against eight officers and 
non-commissioned officers of the British 
army and eight civilians, on charges of 
wholesale corruption and bribery in con- 
i.< ction with the supplies of British army 
canteens.

Thirteen of the accused appeared. Two 
of the officers had not answered the 
summonses while one of the civilians 
was absent on account of illness.

The six officers and two non-commis­
sioned officers are all connected with the 
quartermaster’s department. All have 

from the ranks. The civilians are 
all employes of Lipton, Limited, of 

' which Sir Thomas Lipton is managing 
director. They include Join Cans field, 
general manager and director of the 
company; James Craig, general manager 
of the military department of the com­
pany, and the former and present man­
agers of .the company at the milita.-y 
headquarters in Ireland and at Aldershot 
end Salisbury Plain.

The bribery and corruption, accord­
ing to the opening speech of the pros­
ecuting counsel, have been going on for 
upwards of ten years.

quo in the Far East and Pacific ocean. 
Since the close of the Russo-Japanese 
war, Holland has been uneasy as to the 
future of* the Dutch Indies, and has 
been seeking a means to insure the pre­
servation of the status <)uo in the Far 
East, as she realizes the impossibility of 
building a sufficient naval establishment 
to defend her possessions in the Indies.

Jonkber Louden, Dutch minister of 
foreign affairs, conceived the idea of an 
entente in regard to the Pacific, on the 
part of all the powers interested. The 
Dutch diplomats were thereupon in­
structed to sound the powers as to an 
entente which would not only insure the 
preservation of the status quo, but 
would also stive future problems in the 
Far East.

France and England are said to be in 
favor, Germany is not disinclined to 
take part in it, but is skeptical as to its 
success. President Wilson and Secretary 
Bryan are said to have received the hint 
sympathetically, and are said to consider 
the scheme an excellent solution of the 
situation in the Far East.

What is said to be the real obstacle 
will be the difficulty of getting the Unit­
ed States and Japan to join the same 
convention, and this may wreck the 
scheme before it emerges from the pres­
ent indefinite suggestions. England could 
not without her ally, Japan, enter such 
convention, while without Japan the en­
tente would be so incomplete that the 
other powers would not enter. It is al­
so said that China should be 
any such convention, but the uncertain­
ty as to the present regime in China is 
urged against the admission of that 
country, The chief obstacle, however, 
is said to be the disinclination of Japan 
to enter the convention, although the 
idea has not yet developed to the extent 
of any power expressing concrete views.

Scribner’s CornerFour People Killed in Apartment 

House Fire in Brockton
Edward Hunter, who came to the city 

a short time ago from Maine, and de­
stroyed property evidently with the hope 
of spending the winter in jail was given 
Ills liberty by Magistrate Ritchie this 
morning and was told to get out of the 
dty on the next train.

He was charged with being drunk and 
deliberately kicking in a window in the 
store of D. Scribner and Company on 
the north side of King Square. Patrick 
Femie said that he had gone into the 
store to buy some fishing tackle when 
he saw the prisoner back up against the 
window from the outside and swing his 
foot against the glass. The witness said 
he told Hunter he" would be arrested but 
lie was told to mind his own business. 
E. P. Watson, manager for Scribner's, 
said the window cost $13.50.

Hunter pleaded guilty to being drunk 
but said he did not remember breaking 
the window. The magistrate told the 
prisoner that he was guilty of a serious 
effense and that if the window had been 
valued at $20 he could have been sent to 
Drrchester for two years. He was fined 
$9 or two months for drunkenness and 
the charge of wilfully destroying prop­
erty was allowed to stand against him. 
The prisoner went to sit down ou the 
ltnch again but was greatly surprised 
when he was told to go and get back 
to the country from which he came. Thé 
police were instructed to see that he did 
not remain in the city.

New Water System for Calgary.
Calgary, Alta., Jan. 16—A waterworks 

scheme Involving an expenditure of in 
the neighborhood of $2,000,000, will 
eventually be entered into by the city 
of Calgary as a result of a report to the 
city council by A. W. Fawkes, municipal 
water engineer. He recommends great 
storage dams on the Elbow river which 
brings ice cold water from the Rocky 
Mountains right to the dty. It is pro­
posed to construct these dams at sites 
varying in distance from Calgary of 
thirty-two to thirty-nine miles. The 
water would then be conveyed to Cal­
gary by gravity pipe-lines, saving the 
necessity of doing any pumping at all 
and largely reducing the cost of opera­
tion.
