OUT FOR MORE PAY

Halifax, N. S, Aug. 18—The contin-
gent of about seventy men reached here
§ few days ago from Toronto to enlist
on the Canadian “warship Niobe, were
up #itil yesterday stranded. ‘During the
last few days the city was called upon
to provide for this contingent. The
members had a grievance. Insufficient
pay was the principal factor which

____prompted them to refuse to enlist on the

Canadian cruiser until yesterday. Three
of the number refused then to join the
ship. They were spokesmen for the rest
of the contingent and they feared that
if they enlisted, giving the naval author-
ities control of- them, they - would be
severely punished, so they asked of the
city that they be sent back to Toronto.
There they will join one of the Cana-
dian units slated to go to the front. The

spokesman for the Canadian tars declared
 before a meeting of the city controllers
before whom they finally placed their
grievance, that no definite arrangement
had been made with the minister of
marine as to wages to be paid. Seventy;
two cents per day offered them upon
arrival at Halifax caused them to leave
the Niobe in a body after having an
unsatisfactory conference with the auth-
orities. For a time the wires, between
here ancd Ottawa were kept red hot with
messages as to what ‘action’ should be
taken, Even the mayor of the city per-
sonally interested himself in the strand-
ed men’s behalf.

relief of those who would be deprived of
their means of support by the departure
of the soldiers.

The matter of making the fund a pro-
vincial rather than a local one was de-
beted and the decision was left in the
hands of the committee. It was sug-

gested that the fund be made local for
the present time and then, if any of the
outside places desired to come in, ar-
rangements could be made for them to
do so.

During the course of the meeting Cap-
tuin K. T, C. Sturdee, who will be in
charge of the local contingent, entered
the theatre and was given a great re-
ception.

Time to ‘Act.

_ Mayor Frink presided and before call-
ing for any suggestions, outlined the
purpose of the meeting. He said it was
a matter of great importance. to both
the city and the empire. “We are called
upon,” he said, “not only to show our
appreciation, but to do something that
there may be some provision made for
the men and those dependent upon
them. 'The time for talking is past;
the time for doing has arrived.”

His Worship explained what had been
done: at the time of the Boer war by
the people of St. John. By means of
the fund raised, the pay of the men had
been increased 50 cents a day. Before
the men left for the front $4,000 had
been raised and each man was given a
sovereign.

In order that the work might be
started immediately, the committee was
requested to meet in the Board of
Trade rooms tomorrow morning at 11
o'clock.

Judge Forbes expressed the opinion
that the fund should be a provincial
fund chiefly to aid the wives and chil-
dren of the men who go to the front
He moved that a committee of 100 be
appointed to solicit subscriptions.

Allan Schofield in seconding the mo-
tion, thought that the amount should be
raised through the taxes and -then a
subscription fund could be provided for.

Col. E. T. Sturdee was not of the
opinion that the amount should be raised
through the taxes. “We should have
more information before we decided
about the distribution of the fund. The
men should be put in a position before
they go that they may know that their
families will be provided for while they
are away.” The motion was put and
cerried unanimously.

The matter of the appointment of a
sceretary - and treasurer was left to the
committee.

‘The mayor read the names of 100 men
in the province who might make an
eflicient committee. On motion of
Walter Golding the name of Raymond
Tobias was added to the committee.
