Give Up' Another

Sault Ste Marie, Ont., Nov. 24—The
steamers Alberta and Huronic, with
fifty other lake vessels, have been driven
| to shelter in Whitefish Bay, by a heavy
snow storm now raging on Lake Super-
ior.

Goderich; Ont., Nov. 22—Slowly  and
stubbornly Lake Huron is giving up
the victims of the wrecks of the vessels
lost in the recent great storm. Yester-
day another body was found by an In-
dian, fourteen miles to the morth of
Southampton: The body was circled in a
life belt beamng the name Hydrus, &
Cleveland steamer, and so far it is the

first- victim found from that steamer.

The fact that.it was found so far
north  indicates that the Hydrus went
down farther north than was at @vst
anticipated. The body is that of a well
developed man, five feet ten inches in
height, weighing 180 pounds, and ap-
parenty aboat thirty years of .age. The
hair is of a reddish brown r, and
one front tooth in the upper jaw is de-
cayed. The Indian, with the supersti-
tions of his race, would not touch the
body, but he went to the authorities and
told of his find. A wagon was sent to
bring in- the body last -evening.

10 PRISON FOR LIFE

Arlington Man Sentenced For Kill
ing Wife v

THEY HAD SEPARATED

McDonald Wanted Her Back, She
Refused and he Took Her Life i
Street as She Was on Way Home
From Church

Boston, Nov. 25—William A. McDon-
ald, aged forty-one, of Arlington, was
sentenced to state prison for life by
Judge Keating in the superior court at
East Cambridge for the murder of his
wife, Mrs. Margaret E. McDonald, in
Arlingtont, on Sunday, March 23 last.
McDonald has been in jail since the
tragedy, having been indicted for mur-;
der by the grand jury. ;

He was examined by a board of
alienists consisting of Dr. George T.
Tuttle, Dr. Henry C. Baldwin and Dr.
E. R, Utley, who reported that they
found no evidence to show that he was
insane at the time of the murder and
that he is not insane at present.

Ralph W. Gleag* has MecDon-~
ald’s  attorney.  He yleudedgnilty to
murder in the second degres, withdraw-
ing his plea of not guilty of murder, and
a life sentence was imposed,

) sight in the :

“I took the life of one of the best
women and mothers the Lord ever
made, and I could not have been in my
right mind when I did it. The troubles
between us were due to family interfer-
ence.

“] tried to see my children, and the
death of my daughter by scarlet fevar
was more than I could stand. I walk=d
around ihe house trying to see the chil-
dren for two days. I tried twice to com-
mit suicide, once by cutting my throat
and again by poison, but failed. I tried
to pull myself together, but my trouble
with the police again caused my down-
fall®

pathos of his narrative and his personal
appearsnce made a keen' impression on

* The tragedy took place in Broadway,
Arlington, early on Sunday morning
while the victim and her two sons and
daughter were returning from mass in
St. Agnes’ Church. McDonald, who had
been living in Boston, lay in wait for
his wife. First greeting and kissing his
two sons and daughter, McDonald tuen-
ed to his wife, with whom he had not
Leen living for some time, and asked
her to take him back.

Upon her refusal he struck her several
Llows,~and then drawing a razor from
his pocket he slashed her throat. She
fell to the ground, and was dead in a
few, minutes.
