W, B. Wells, of the Chatham Crick-
et Club, whose name was popularly
connected with Dowling's action was
called upon. '

“In the first place,” said Mr. Wells,
“the grouffd was laid out My the Chat-
ham Cricket Club in the days when
when William and Andrew Northwood
and their associates formed the Crick-
et club, At a later date the Royal
Canadian Rifles were stationed here,
and under the direction of Capt. Boyd
the present lecumseh park was much
improved. When the Rifles left here
the cricket club had a lease of the
premises from the government.

Wm, Northwood, the president of the
ericket club, and mayor of the town,
thought it would be a good plan to
el out some trees and this was done.
While the trees were small the cricket
ground extended from the river
to William street, they were not in
the way and were planted thicker than
it was intended to leave them. The
intention was that when they grew
they were to be thinned out.

“The idea was to have the reserva-
tion in the name of the cricket club;
but Major Baxter, to prevent en-
croachment by trees or other-
wise, proposed that it be  specified
that it be left as an open place for a
parade ground. This, he said, would
answer the same purpose, :

“The idea of the rgservation® was
that baseball should be played at the
southerly end of the park, and cricket
at the other end. Thesp were the only
sports in practice here at the time.

“What we claim pow is that there
are five rows of trees there now and
that four are more than enougb to fur-
nish shade to twice thé number of
people that ever coogregates at that
pide of the park.
