There was a very slim attendance at the 

Vancouver Jockey Club’s matinee on Satur­
day afternoon, compared with the previous 
meetings of this year. Those Mho were 
there, hoM-ever, had the pleasure of witness- 
ing one of the best afternoou’s sport ever 
seen on the Hastings track. The officials 
of the meeting M’ere promptly' on hand, as 
follows:

New Agent-G ?neral M.-.y Not Leave 
Victoria Until the Fall.

It is by no means improbable that Hon. 
J. H. Turner, who it was expected would 
leave about the middle of this month to 
assume his new' duties at London as 
Agent-General for the province, will not 
get away until later in the year, possib-i 
ly in the fall. The Finance Minister has 
Ihmui detained longer than he expected 
Ixrth by departmental business and in 
completing the business of a private na­
ture M'hieh he wishes to settle tofore re-1 
moving to the Old Country. This work I 
is likely to occupy his attention until I 
late in July, and the weather will bel 
then very warm in which to undertake! 
the cross-continent journey, especially I 
foi Mrs. Turner. It is possible, there-1 
foie, that the date of departure may be I 
postponed until later in the year.

It is understood that the present] 
Agent-General at London, Mr. Walters, 
has tendered his resignation, but it will I 
not be accepted unti l Mr. Turner's nr-1 
rival, when the office can be formally 
turned over.

Mr. Turner Mas saked this morning] 
regarding the statement appearing in the] 
Nelson Tribune during his up-country] 
tour to the effect that he should retain] 
his present portfolio after goingjo Lon­
don. Hon. Sir. Prentice discharging the] 
duties of Finance Minister temporarily. 
He stated that he had not authorized 
the statement and that such a matter] 
would he a subject for executive con-] 
sultation.

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THROUGH TRAIN FROM SEATTLE

Arbitration Rumor That G. P. R. Will Run an Over­
land From That Point.

Court Local officials of the Canadian Pacific 
railway, says the Seattle Times, are of 
the opinion that the traffic agreement 
M-hich M'as recently entered into between 
the officials of that rotad and those of the 
Northern Pacific at St. Paul guarantees 
that in the near future probably the 
Canadian Pacific M'ill make up one.of 
its overland trains in this city and run 
it through to its Eastern terminals M'ith- 
out change, except to attach the cars 
which are run from Vancouver to the 
main line in the same manner as the cars 
from Seattle are now attached to the 
regular train.

This plau is known to have been long 
in contemplation and noM' seems to be in 
a fair way to being realized. If, as at 
first reported, the agreement between the 
tM'o roads goes so far as to allow the 
Canadian Pacific’s trains to enter this 
city over the tracks of the Seattle divi­
sion then there is little doubt that: the 
plan M'ill he adopted and put into execu­
tion at the opening of the next summer 
tourist season.

The Canadian Pacific has already plan­
ned to run an additional overland train 
next year, M’hieh M'ill give it tM’o trains 
daily from Vancouver to Montreal.

The present train M ill continue to start 
from Vancouver as at present, taking-on 
the tM'o cars M'hieh are sent north from 
here daily to be added to it, M-hile the 
new train M-ill serve Vancouver in the 
same manner as the present one serves 
Seattle, making it merely a jerkwater 
connection.

Once a through train is put on from 
this city. Seattle M'ill for all time to 
come be one of the Western terminals 
of the Canadian Pacific. Under this 
assurance the fear that the American 
roads entering this city M-ill come under 
a single management and that manage­
ment will some day become arrogant 
and dictatorial, is reduced to the mini­
mum, since -the new American combina­
tion will always have to make terms 
with its formidable rival.

The significance of this condition is 
more easily understood M'hen it is re­
membered that the Canadian Pacific is 
largely supported by American business 
; nd must continue to bid for the traffic 
from this side of the line in order to 
make the road profitable. While the 
business on the other side of the line has 
grown very rapidly during the past feM- 
years, it is far too small to enable the 
road co earn dividends from it alone.

The continuation of this probability, 
and there is every reason to believe it 
M-ill continue for several years at least, 
if not much longer, precludes the possi­
bility of an agreement between the Amer­
ican combination of roads on the one 
hand and the Canadian on the other 
hand agreeing that each shall handle 
only the business orig;eating in its own 
country.

Why the Transvaal Question Will 
Not Be Considered by the 

Members.

Peace Association Asks For Opin­
ions on Annexation and 

War Rules.

Berlin, June 15.—Mr. Hollis, United 
States minister at The Hague court, dur­
ing an intervieM' to-day iuformed the 
correspondent of the Associated Press 
that The Hague Arbitration court had 
ouly just been organized, by the ap­
pointment of the last of the 55 judges, 
but several international questions are 
already before the court. The Trans­
vaal question Mas certainly not one of 
these, because The Hague peace confer­
ence had decided that the Boer states 
were not sovereign" states.

The court M'ill not be in permanent 
session, but M ill only act when suitable 
questions are presented, "when the whole 
court M'ill select a bench to adjudicace 
each question.

Mr. Hollis said both Count von Bue- 
low and Baron von Richter of the for­
eign ministry had received him in the 
most kindly manner, evidently sharing his 
belief that The Hague court M'as like 
the Magna Charta agreement, which 
future international hnv will erystalize.

Opinions Wanted.
London, June 15.—The International 

Arbitration and Peace Association has 
sent a letter to a number of European 
aud United States jurists of interna­
tional repute asking assistance to clear 
up questions of the law of annexation 
aud the rules of warfare. The commit­
tee having the matter in hand, M'hieh en­
closed the parliamentary return on farm 
burning iu South Africa, considers 
it desirable to obtain the collective au­
thoritative opinion of the leading jur­
ists of the M'orld on these subjects.

“Events iu South Africa and those 
which have recently occurred in Cuba 
and the Philippines,” writes the com­
mittee, “seem to call for such an expres­
sion of opinion of those who have de­
voted themselves to the study of the 
philosophy of law, as it may exercise an 
important influence upon both the peo­
ple and the government.”

The letter, which is signed among 
others by Felix Moscheles (chairman of 
the International Arbitration and Peace 
Association) gives M'hat it described as 
“A rough enumeration of the opinions 
of recent writers.” All those M’ho are 
quoted deny the right of annexation by 
force, except by the authority of the 
congress of the states or declared M-ill 
of the people.

The enclosure M'inds up with pointing 
out that the British nominal annexa­
tion of the South African republics is in 
direct contradiction of the abafo judicial 
opinions.
