THE INCREASE IN KING AT REVIEW. TORONTO NOTES. mm ro settleTHE TOWN HAS
BEEN EVACUATED

ASHis Majesty To-Day Watched the Man­
oeuvres of French Troops— 

Brilliant Scene.
Evidence of Witnesses at Yesterday’s 

Session of Gamey Investigation.

Toronto, May 1.—At the afternoon 
session of the Gamey investigation, Ar­
thur A. Bowen, of Kemptvilie, who oc­
cupied the same room as Gamey in the 
Walker House on the nights of Septem­
ber 5th and 6th, corroborated the state­
ment of S. J. Martin, who was also in 
the rodm, that Mr. Gamey told them 
that the Ross government gave good 
legislation for Mauitoulin, and he 
going to support it. Dr. Arthur, of 
Sudbury, said that he was an examiner 
for the insurance company, which Mr. 
Gamey represents, and also a partner in 
some mining transactions in McGregor 
township. Dr. Arthur added that in 
July Gamey came into his. office and 
said he had been at the Conservative 
caucus in Toronto the end of June; they 
then discussed the political situation, and 
Gamey said: “I think Ross is going to 
rule for the next four years.” Gamey 
told him he did not want to sit four years 
in opposition, and that he would give 
Whitney the first vote, but after that he 
would support the Ross government. 
There were also others, he said, who 
would do the same. Another reason 
Gamey advanced for supporting the 
Ross government was that scores of Lib­
erals voted for him.

Seven hundred and twenty-five 
penters, seven hundred builders’ labor­
ers and fifteen granite cutters, or about 
1.400 men, went out on strike to-day for 
higher wages. A joint meeting of the 
Carpenters’ Union last night rejected the 
employers’ offer of 32% cents an hour. 
They have been getting 30 cents and de­
mand 35 cents.

Dr. Emily Howard Jennings Stowe, 
the first woman to practice medicine in 
Canada, is dead.

The bill to empower the authorities of 
St. James’s cathedral to erect a crema­
tory in connection with the cemetery, 
and provide nil appliances necessary for 
incineration of bodies, is now before tile 
Ontario legislature.

Paris, May 2.—It was a martial pan­
orama of imposing proportion, resem­
bling as near as possible the conditions 
of warfare, the troops being uniformed 
and accoutered for actual warfare,
King Edward witnessed at Vincennes 
to-day.

The King drove to Vincennes in an 
open state coach accompanied by Presi- 
dnt Loubet, the cabinet ministers and 
the heads of the army and navy. The 
escort consisted of a regiment of Cuir­
assiers. The streets were densely packed 
and the people continuously acclaimed 
the King. Even the woods of Vincennes 
were swarming with sightseers.

As the equipage entered the field of 
Manoe. batteries of field guns, in a 
deafening manner, fired a salute. King 
Edward drove along the line of troops 
while fanfare of trumpets were sounded, 
standards were dipped and bands played 
“God Save the King.”

His Majesty, who wore the uniform 
of a British field marshal, with a gray 
military cloak thrown over his shoulder, 
surveyed the scene seriously and criti­
cally fgr it was a sight to interest even 
a King.

On ascending to the tribune, which 
had a canopy df flowers, surrounded by 
the chiefs of state, the King witnessed 
the review. The spectators furiously ac­
claimed, the women crying “Bravo Ed­
ward.”

General Fauré Biguet, military gover­
nor of Paris, who commanded the troops, 
formed them in two divisions. The first 
was made .up of regular infantry, 
Zouaves and colonial troops. The sec­
ond included the mounted forces, regi­
ments of Hussars, Dragoons and Cuir­
assiers and batteries of light field pieces 
and ponderous guns, forming a vast ex­
pause of movjng color and glittering 
steel. .t it

The troops then drilled before the 
King, who rosg and saluted each French 
flag. A dramatic climax in the review 
was a furious charge of the whole brig­
ade of cavalry. It was a blood-stirring 
sight as the splid mass of horses swept 
straight jtowar/is. the King’s tribune, the 
cavalrymen yelling and brandishing 
their swords coming to an abrupt halt

Frank*, N. W. T., May 3.—(Special.)— 
After the order of evacuation was is­
sued yesterday afternoon by Premier 
Haultain, in accordance with the deci­
sion of the meeting acting on the report 
of the party of experts who examined the 
mountain, the work of moving was 
quickly ‘carried out. It was all done in 
a few hours, for by 9.30 o’clock last 
evening nearly all household stuff and 
all the people had been removed to 
places of safety. Along the line of the 
C. P. R. Superintendent Taylor, of the 
C. P. R., had made most perfect arrange­
ments for handling all the effects, and 
placed all available cars in front of the 
station and household goods were imme­
diately placed in them. The streets were 
crowded in a most confused manner 
with men, teams and furniture of every 
description.

Although the work was done on such 
short notice, ouly a few hours, yet the 
evacuation was carried out in the most 
orderly manner possible. At 9.30 p.m. 
the special arrived for the people and 
everybody left the town.

Premier Haultain had arrangements 
made for free transportation to points 
west of the line as far as Moyie, aud too 
much praise cannot be given Premier 
Haultain, the C. P. R. and the Mounted 
Police, who did most efficient service.

The railroad crews at, work on re­
construction were all ordered to quit 
work and assist in taking the effects to 
the train, and as there were some 250 
men engaged it will be seen that they 
rendered very valuable service and very 
great credit is due to the officials in 
chkrge :for the perfect way in which ar­
rangements were carried out. A. cordon 

j of police was stretched across the only 
k entrance to the town and allowed no one 
to pass till this morning, when cars 
were supplied and merchants began the 
work of loading their goods ,in them.

There is no perceptible change in the 
condition of the mountain to-day, al­
though it is crumbling, and rock in smalltUTr. m v « LOtsai„quantities is fallmg all the time. Sev­
eral parties were up on the mountain 
to-day to viewr it, and report a widening 
of the fissure between the overhanging 
portion and the main body of the moun­
tain, but this must necessarily be ac­
cepted as conjecture until experts again 
make a thorough examination.

Hpii L^JL Frank, of Moptana, owner 
ofJ the toyynsite of Frank, and S. W. 
Gebo, manager and part‘owner of the 
mine, arrived from the East to-day. In 
an interview to-day with your corres­
pondent Mr. Frank said he had no 
statement to make, as he was too much 
appalled by the scene Of this disaster, 
and deplored very greatly the loss of life, 
saving that was the only thing in his 
mind. He spoke very feelingly of those* 
who lost their lives or weré injured in 
any way, and his feelings were clearly 

• portrayed in his countenance. Speaking 
for the company, he said work in the 
mine would be resumed as soon as per­
mission was granted to begin, and he 
expected in a month’s time to have a 
large force of men engaged getting things 
in shape.

Mr. Gebo -said he had nothing to add 
to what had already been saidvas he felt 
completely overwhelmed at the magni­
tude of the disaster. Mr. Gebo has been 
siçk for some time, and this blow is tell­
ing on him most painfully.

Premier Haultain went East this even­
ing, having been here continuously since 
the day after the disaster. Hon. H. L. 
Frank, Mr. Gebo, Governor Spriggs, In­
spector of Mines Smith, and Supt. Tay­
lor of the C. P. R., aje remaining it 
Frank to-night .

A party of experts are on their way 
from Regina to examine the mountain 
as «to what is best to be done, but it is 
the general impression that the loose 
portion, will be dynamited and then all 
danger will be passed. Several parties 
are going up to-morrow but more for the

allowing no one to enter except those 
having property to look after.

Another party ascended the mountain 
to observe the progress of disintegra­
tion going on, and found that the second 
slid1, as expected, has widened greatly 
since the observations yesterday and the 
receipt of this information has created 
fears that another slide is not far dis­
tant.

As, soon as all personal property has 
been removed, it is proposed to experi­
ment with powder and try to blow down 
all loose rock and any that shows signs 
of breaking. This attempt to render the 
mountain safe will be made by the gov­
ernment.

At the time of the exodus yesterday 
merchants were not permitted to load 
their stocks until the people had an op­
portunity to get their household effects 
away, and to-day an engine and train 
crew has been kept between Frank and 
Blairmore hauling to the latter place 
chattels of every description as fast as 
loaded. Most of the merchants had de­
cided yesterday not to move their stocks, 
but all have now decided to do so.

H, L. Frank, majority owner of the 
coal mining property, arrived to-day with 
General Manager Gebo, but had no 
statement ro make as to his intentions 
regarding the property.

The Canadian. Pacific, particularly 
Supt. Taylor, are deserving of great 
credit for their efforts in behalf of the 
citizens of Frank in furnishing both 
transportation for themselves and per­
sonal effects to places of safety.

Ottawa. May 2.—The homestead en­
tries for four months ending April were 
10,274, compared with 5,252 for the same 
time last year. The entries for April, 
were 5,675, an increase of 3,597 over 
April, 1902. The entries for the whole 
year In 1696 were 1,857.

The Doukhobors.

Cumberland, Maj* 3.—A strike has been 
declared here. The men ‘demand the re­
instatement of union officers who they 
say are being kept out of work because 
of the positions they hold. They state 
that they have been forced to strike to 
protect themselves. They think the 
Chinamen will not work, and expect to 
tie up transportation. The meeting was 
almost unanimous, the vote being 196 to 
12. All the miners attended

The men are confident of winning, and 
the company officials are equally confi­
dent. The men must* take out tools on 
Monday morning.

Superintendent Interviewed.
Cumberland, May 4.—Superintendent 

Little, in an interview, said he intended 
to work the mines if possible. A com­
mittee, consisting of George Richards, 
R. Coe and G. Rewaldi waited on him 
last night. The men said they had 
struck for the recognition of the Wes­
tern Federation and the reinstatement of 
officers. Mr. Little told them to come 
on Monday and get their work measured 
up and to take out their tools. The depu­
tation then deft. Mr. Little says that, 
Mr. Dunsimuir will close his mines ra­
ther than give way. He can’t say ye£. 
whether they will import non-union men; 
the men have taken steps and must also 
take the consequences. A number of 
specials are watching Chinatown.

Toronto, May 1.—The News’s London 
cable says-

“Sir Gilbert Parker made an excel­
lent speech in the Commons to-day in 
introducing the Deceased Wife’s Sister 
Marriage bill. He read a petition suj>- 
porting it from 75,000 women in Bir­
mingham. Sir Gilbert claimed that the 
principle of the bill was approved by 
both houses of parliament and both 
parties, also by labor unions. He urged 
the Church of England to abandon its 
prejudice and to keep even with mod­
ern thoughts in the interests of domestic 
virtue. Sir Joseph Leese, Liberal, sec-, 
otided the resolution.

“This is Hon. Mr. Sifton’s first boli- - 
day since the completion of the Can­
adian side of the Alaskan boundaiÿ dis­
pute. He is spending the day in inquir­
ing into details of the emigration offices.: • 
Mr. Sifton expresses satisfaction with 
the Canadian immigration policy and 
with the results being obtained.

ANNUAL CONVENT!’Frank, N.W.T., May 2.—To-day*s de­
velopments In connection with fhe Turtle 
mountain disaster have added to 
death roll several names. They are: O. 
Williams Robles and brother John, John 
Lourn, John Clarke, George Lemesike 
and R. Wilson, all miners.

In addition, two brofhers named 
Wooster are missing, and are believed 
to have been killed. B. Sumis aud 
Jacob Sorri, who had been reported 
dead, were to-day found to have escaped. . 
The total of the list of dead and unac­
counted for now numbers 66.

Three bodies have been recovered to­
day. They are those of John and Allen 
Leiteh, sons of Alexander Leitcli, and 
an unknown, whose remains were pick­
ed up in fragment’s. The number of 
(bodies recovered is now 12. All have 
been identified but two.

Ail inquest was held yesterday after­
noon over the bodies thus far recovered. 
As there were no eye witnesses, the evi­
dence adduced shed no light on the affair 
relative to the cause of the slide.
