The VicesRegal Journey and De-
monstrations.

Two editions of the ADVANCE were is-

A detachment of the Chatham Battery
of Artillery, composed of twenty men,
commanded by Lieut.-Col. Gillespie and
officered by Lieut. D. Crimmin and Surgeon
Baxter, had taken two guns to Chatham
Junction, for the purpose of giving the
Governor-General and Princess their first

1 to Northumberland. At Chat-
ham Junction there was an illumination
of the Station building, although it was
known toat the train would not stop
there.

A few minutes before eight, Miramichi
time, Lieut.-Col. Gillespie’s guns, six miles
away to the south, followed by the rumble
of the train over the great Southwest
Railway bridge gave notice that the Vice-
Regal party were approaching, and the
magnificent tran,’ in a few minutes,
arrived. Col. Littleton was the first of
the Governor-General’s suite to alight, and
after he had proceeded to the platform
and retarned, the Marquis and Princess
attended by Col. De Winton, Lady Macna-
mara, Miss De Winton and other members
of the Vicg-Regal party, Sir John A.
Macdonald, Dr. Tupper, Judge Ritchie
and other notables, appeared. At this
moment, Major Call’s Battery fired the
first gun of a Royal salute, the Band play-
ing the National Anthem and the assem
blage, numbering two or three thousand
persons, cheering, waving handkerchiefs,
etc. The ovation was really a splendid
one and the effect was rendered all the
more brilliant by the gudden and unex-
pected lighting of a bon-fire which had
been prepared under and in a clump of fir
trees about a hundred yards to the north
of the station, within sight of the plat-
form. It seemed to have been composed
of coal oil or tar attached to the main
tree in the clump,from top to bottom,as it
suddenly shot rocket-like, o the height
of a hundred and fifty feet into the air in
a huge column and burned with fierceness
and great brilliancy. Bengal and other
lights were also burned, the whole pro-
ducing fine effect. The salute was fired
with marked precision and despatch. Lit-
tle time was lost after the distinguished
party had taken their places and John
Shirreff, Esq., High Sheriff, taking his
place in front of the Marquis, read the
following Address :—

A correspondent of the St. John Sun
thus describes the Newcastle reception :—

The train was due at 7 o’clock, but it
was fully an hour late, during which time
the loyal enthusiasm of the people was
scarcely to be restrained from breaking
the bounds set apart by the Committee of
Management, and after several false an.
nouncements it was at length ssttled be-
yond doubt that the train was approach-
ing, and the noisy demonstrations of the
immense concourse settled down into
quiet expectation, and the Royal person-
ages had arrived, and immediately on the
Marquis alighting, the Guard was ordered
to ‘‘Present Arms.” At the same time
the band played the National Anthem,
simultaneous with which Major Call’s
command commenced the Royal Salute.
The Marquis, accompanied by the
Princess, suite, and the Cabinet Ministers,
passed through the double line of red coats
to the platform, where the High Sheriff
read the address, which was replied to by
the Marquis in a good speech, delivered in
clear, nnging tones. Then the welkin
rang with the vocal demonstrations of
loyalty from the united voices of fully
3,000 Northumbrians, who were gathered
to do honor to the distinguished party,
and the travellers again turned to resume
their places iun the train, the gallant 73rd
again presenting arms, the band playing
““God save the 5ueen,” and the command
of Major Call thundering forth the depart-
ing salute.

After his return to the carriage His Ex-
cellency the Marquis wished to inspect
the Guard of Honor, and Major McCully,
being presented to him as commanding in

After the inspection the train moved off
with the party, and the exuberance of the

CAMPBELLTON, ETC.
Mr. Stillson of the New York Herald

telegraphed from Campbellton on the same
night as follows: —

The vice regal train, after stopping at
Weldford, Newcastle, etc., since leaving
Moncton and receiving at each place the
cheers, addresses and other manifestations
of the inhabitants, has just arrived at
Campbellton, 372 miles from Halifax, at
half-past ten o’clock p. m. Lhe train has
come through splendidly. In order to
make up for detentivns at some points it
ran during the day on parts of tie road at
the rate of fifty-five miles an hour. At
this point another ovation awaited their
Excellencies, at the conclusion of which
the press car was detached from the train
in order that the gentlemen occupying it
wmight accept an invitation to supper and
breakfast by Mr. R. Luttrell, Superinten-
dent of the I[ntercolonial road.

The Marquis and Princess dined with
their suite at 8 p. n.. in the Brevoort.
The Marquis and Princess both cxpressed
their agreeable surprise at the comforts of
the train and at the preparations, His Ex-
cellency saying that he did not think it
possible that any one could travel in so
sumptuous a manner in this or any country.

The vice regal car went on thirteen miles
further to Metapedia, where it lay over
for the night and awaited the arrival of
the press car in the morning, leaving Meta-
pedia at eight a. m. .Tt proceeded on
Thursday, arriving at Rivere du Loup at
2 p. m.; thence it we‘?ﬂ: on to Danville,
775 miles from Halifax, and staid over for
the night. On Friday the party arrived
at Montreal about noon.

MONTREAL.

The reception at Montreal was a most
magniticent one. The Vice-Regal party
got to the Windsor Hotel with much
difficulty, so_ great was the enthusiasm
of the people. At one time the horses at-
tached to their carriage became so restive
that it was thought best to unharness
them, an opportunity which was taken
advantage of by the loyal and excited
crowd to seize the pale of the barouthe
and drag it along. Addresses were pre-
gented, there was a grand military parade,
fireworks, illuminations aud other demon-
strations, ending with a brilliant Ball by
St. Andrew’s Society. Of this affair a
correspondent says :—

The Ball was a marked success. The
Marquis and Princess, preceeded by pipers
and staff, entered the ball room about 10
o’clock.

The Princess also waltzed, Sir
John A. Macdonald and staff and many
distinguished persons were present, and a
large number of guests,

One of the most noticeable episodes
connected with the Montreal demonstra-
tions was the presentation of an Address
to the Princess by the Ladies’ Education-
al Association. It was read by Mrs. Mol-
son, and requested the privilege of per-
mitting the Association to enroll Her
Royal Highness’ name among those of its
patronesses. The reply of the Princess
was as follows : —

I am much flattered by your kind ex-
pressions and also by your wish to number
me among your patronesses. I have read
your last report with much interest and
satisfaction. Education is one of the
greatest objects of the age and most im-
portant, not only because it is the noblest
in itself but becauseAt is the mvans of
complete developement of our common
nature and a due discharge of the duties

The civic
address, however, was presented on the
arrival of the Royal train. There was an
immense gathering of drenched military
and civilians, and as the train moved up a
royal salute was fired by the Nepean
Point battery, and the crowd gave cheer
after cheer in honor of the distinguished
couple. Members of the Ministery were
present and conversed with the Marquis
and Princess before the presentation of
the address, which was similar in sub-
stance to other welcome addresses, flowery
and full of loyal sentiments. His Excel-
lency, in replying, tendered profound
thanks of himself and wife for expressions
of good will and loyalty to which they had
listened. He paid a splendid tribute to
Earl Dufferin, who_Dy his eloquence and
wisdom had proved of what incalculable
advantage to the State it was to have in
the representative of the Sovereign one in
whose nature judiciousness and imparti-
ality, kindness, grace and eloguence were
80 blended that his advice was a boon
equally to be desired by all—his approba-
tion a prize to be coveted and the words
that came from his silver tongue, which
always charmed and never hurt, treasures
to be cherished.

The Vice-regal party were then escorted
to carriages and in the midst of loud
cheeriug drove off to Rideau Hall.

On Tuesday addresses were to be pre-
sented by the Corporations of Toronto,
Scottish Societies of Ontario, Board of
Trade of Hamilton, and Corporation of
Kingston.- In the evening the Marquis
and Princess would probably attend the
Concert of the St. Andrew’s Society.

Last night (Wednesday) there was to be
a torch-light procession, the city to be illu-
minated.
