To illustrate the working of this
decree, allow me to call your atten-
tion to a case recently before the
courts in the city of Montreal. In
1908 my friend the Rev. Wm. Timber-
lake, pastor of Centenary Methodist
church of Montreal, married Eugene
Hebert to Marle Emma Clouston.
Both parties were of major age and a
marriage certificate was delivered so
that the clergyman proceeded to mar-
ry according to the authority vested
in him as a civil officer and clergy-
man. They lived together until two
children were born to them, one of
whom died, Later, Hebert, entered ac-
tion for the annulment of his marri
age before: the authorities of the Ro-
man Catholic church and gained his
suit, The ground upon which the an-
nulment v'as granted was not the dis-
loyalty of the woman or any offence
on her part, but simply the statement
that they were both Roman Catholics
and had been married by a Protest-
ant clergyman.

Unveiling Of Memorial To
Queen Victoria On Tuesday.

London, May 14—Th8 German im-
perial yacht Hohenszollprs, with the
Emperor and Bmpress and Princess
Victoria Luise abourd, arrived at
Sheerness this evening. The German
crulsers escorting the yacht exchang-
ed salutes with the British warships.
The latter were gaily decorated and
the crews gave a cheering welcome to
the visiting sovereigns. Their Majes-
ties remained aboard the Hohenzol-
lern tonight.

Emperor William and the Empress
are making the first state visit by for-
elgn monarchs to England, since the
death of Edward VII. They have come
for the unveiling by King George of
the statue Jjn front of Buckingham
palace, which completes a great na-
tional memorial to Queen Victoria.
This, however, will only be an incident
of their visit, which extends over a
week, during which the English court,
now out of mourning, will entertain
their distinguished guests at state
banquets, a state ball, a gala per-
formance at Drury Lane Theatre,

Tomorrow the Emperor and Em-

press will land at Port Victeria and
proceed to London, where they will be
greeted by King George, Queen Mary,
and other members of the Royal Fam.

Montreal, May 14-—Following the
argest of ‘an  express  messenger in
Plattsburg, the story of the smuggl
ing of large quantities of opium from
China into Canada aund thence into
the United States, has been laid
bare.

The customs authorities of both the
United States and Canada have been
working hand in havd in the matter
for some weeks past and as a result
have amassed a considerable amount
of incriminating evidence
those engaged in the traffic. Montreal
has been the chief distributing point

although the smuggling of the forbid-
den drug has been continent wide.

Working on information received |

from New York and Boston, the au

thorities here instituted search pro-|J.

ceedings and discovered small quain-
tities of the drug on the premises of
twelve people here, two of whom are
whites and ten Celestials. Letters
and cheques of an incriminating
character were also found. The au-
thoritles state that they have a clear
case against these 12 persons, but
refuse to divulge their names. They
areq now awaiting developments from
the arrest of the messenger at Platts
burg to secure information which wilp
incriminate a large number of people
here and lead to the location of large
quantities of oplum which are known
to be hidden here

The discovery of the plot came
through the great increase noticed in
the traffic in the drug in New York
which led to an Investigation as the
resnlt of which it wae sseartained
that the dealers were accustomed to
make out cheques for considerable
amounts payable to persons both Chin-
ese and whites in Montreal. The che.
ques were traced here and the men
engaged in the business in this city
located. i

Conductors and express wmessenger

The business has proved a lucrative
one as while the drug Is purchasable
here at §12 a pound, In New York so
greal is the demand and so stringent
the laws that $50 a pound is ob-
tained for it.
