NO RETURN TO
PRE-WAR WAGES

Labor Will Hold Out for All it
Has Gained in Pay and
Working Hours,

Washington, Nov. 27—Frank P.
Walsh, joint chairman of the National
War Labor Board, said in a statement
made public tonight that labor must
not be expected to return to the pre-
war basis of wages and working hours,
The only hope for a safe, orderly na.
tional development, he declared, is In
tiic mdintenance of present wage lev-
els and continuous improvements of
conditions of labor.

Investigations conducted by the war
{abor board, Mr. Walsh said, show
that the lowest possible wage of which
a worker and his family can subsist
in health and reasonable comfort is
72% cents an hour, based on the eight
heur day. %

These same inquiries, he asserted,
revealed that.before the war the great
majority of laborers were earning far
belew the amount necessary for a “de.
cent snd healthy family existence.”

Mr. Walsh predicted that there Wﬂll

be no return to the pre-war level of
costs of necessities within five years,
at least, and said that.even with the
reduction in living costs the present
wage standards must be maintained
for then “the workers in the average
industry will be receiving only a fair
return for their work.”
